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I. statement

1. On February 10, 2009, Colorado Sightseeing Tours, LLC (Applicant) filed an application for authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire (Application).

2. On February 17, 2009, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage, in sightseeing service

between hotels with a minimum of 20 rooms located in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Clear Creek, Denver, Douglas, El Paso, Grand, Jefferson, Larimer, Park, Summit, and Teller, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

3. At its March 25, 2009 Weekly Meeting, the Commission, by minute entry, deemed the application complete and referred the matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge.

4. Intervenors in this docket are, The Mountain Guides, Inc., doing business as, Scenic Mountain Tours (Mountain Guides); The Colorado Sightseer, Inc. (Colorado Sightseer); and MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi &/or Taxis Fiesta &/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi).

5. Pursuant to Interim Order No. R09-0514-I, a procedural schedule was set with a hearing scheduled for July 21 and 22, 2009 in Boulder, Colorado.  

6. On June 4, 2009, Applicant and Metro Taxi filed a Stipulated Motion of MKBS, LLC d/b/a Metro Taxi &/or Taxis Fiesta and Colorado Sightseeing Tours, LLC for Restrictive Amendment to Application and for Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention (Motion).  According to the Motion, Applicant and Metro Taxi have engaged in settlement negotiations and based upon those negotiations, Applicant has agreed to restrictively amend its Application so that the authority sought will be as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage, in sightseeing service 

between hotels with a minimum of 20 rooms located in the Counties of Boulder and Broomfield, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Clear Creek, Denver, Douglas, El Paso, Grand, Jefferson, Larimer, Park, Summit, and Teller, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTION:  This Certificate is restricted as follows:

(A)
To the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of at least ten (10) passengers, plus the driver.

7. Metro Taxi states that if the authority requested in the Application is restrictively amended as set forth in the Motion, its interest in the Application will have been satisfied and its intervention can be deemed withdrawn.  

8. The proposed restrictive amendment which restricts Applicant to the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of at least ten passengers, plus the driver is restrictive in nature, clearly stated, and capable of enforcement.  As a result, the restrictive amendment will be accepted and the intervention of Metro Taxi will be deemed withdrawn.

9. However, the Application is still opposed by Mountain Guides and Colorado Sightseer.  Therefore, the procedural schedule as it applies to Applicant, Mountain Guides, and Colorado Sightseer remains as ordered in Decision No. R09-0514-I.  

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Stipulated Motion of MKBS, LLC d/b/a Metro Taxi &/or Taxis Fiesta and Colorado Sightseeing Tours, LLC for Restrictive Amendment to Application and for Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention, filed on June 4, 2009 is granted.

2. The Application is restrictively amended as follows: 

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage, in sightseeing service

between hotels with a minimum of 20 rooms located in the Counties of Boulder and Broomfield, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Clear Creek, Denver, Douglas, El Paso, Grand, Jefferson, Larimer, Park, Summit, and Teller, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTION:  This Certificate is restricted as follows:

(A)
To the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of at least ten (10) passengers, plus the driver.

3. As regards Colorado Sightseeing Tours, LLC; The Mountain Guides, Inc., doing business as, Scenic Mountain Tours; and The Colorado Sightseer, Inc., the procedural schedule ordered in Decision No. R09-0514-I remains in effect.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
