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1. Paragraph no. 18 on page 6 of this Decision reads as:
 
18.
Mr. Lyons testified that in order to tow a vehicle without the authorization of the owner, someone authorized to request a tow of a vehicle improperly parked must obtain a signature from the person authorized to request the improperly parked vehicle to be towed.  Once the signature is received on the tow ticket, the vehicle is towed.  Mr. Lyons further testified that the parking lot at Wellshire Plaza had an agreement with Lyon’s to tow improperly parked vehicles and on September 9, 2007, had an agreement to tow improperly parked vehicles from the lot in question.

The paragraph states that Mr. Lyons testified that the parking lot at Wellshire Plaza had an agreement with Lyon’s Towing to tow improperly parked vehicles on September 9, 2007.  The date of September 9, 2007 is incorrect.  The correct date is September 14, 2007.  Replace September 9, 2007 with September 14, 2007.  Paragraph no. 18 shall be amended to read as follows:

 
18.
Mr. Lyons testified that in order to tow a vehicle without the authorization of the owner, someone authorized to request a tow of a vehicle improperly parked must obtain a signature from the person authorized to request the improperly parked vehicle to be towed.  Once the signature is received on the tow ticket, the vehicle is towed.  Mr. Lyons further testified that the parking lot at Wellshire Plaza had an agreement with Lyon’s to tow improperly parked vehicles and on September 14, 2007, had an agreement to tow improperly parked vehicles from the lot in question.

2. Paragraph no. 22 on page on page 7 of this Decision reads as:

 
22.
Mr. Nielsen testified that on the night of September 9, 2009, he was employed by A Parking and was in the lot at the Wellshire Plaza monitoring the lot for vehicles improperly parked there.  Mr. Nielsen stated that he authorized the tows the night of September 9, 2009 from the Wellshire Plaza lot, he had authority to authorize the tows, and it his signature that appears on the tow tickets entered into evidence as Exhibit No. 1 and Exhibit No. 2.

The paragraph states that Mr. Nielsen testified that he was employed by A Parking and in the Wellshire Plaza lot on September 9, 2009.  The paragraph also states that Mr. Nielsen stated that he authorized the tows on the night of September 9, 2009.  The dates of September 9, 2009 mentioned in both places are incorrect.  The correct date is September 14, 2007.  Replace September 9, 2009 with September 14, 2007 in both places.  Paragraph no. 22 shall be amended to read as follows:

 
22.
Mr. Nielsen testified that on the night of September 14, 2007, he was employed by A Parking and was in the lot at the Wellshire Plaza monitoring the lot for vehicles improperly parked there.  Mr. Nielsen stated that he authorized the tows the night of September 14, 2007 from the Wellshire Plaza lot, he had authority to authorize the tows, and it his signature that appears on the tow tickets entered into evidence as Exhibit No. 1 and Exhibit No. 2.
