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I. statement

1. On April 9, 2009, K2 Taxi, LLC (Applicant) filed an application for authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire (Application).

2. On April 13, 2009, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage in taxi service

between all points in the County of Mesa, Colorado, that are within a 50-mile radius of the intersection of 1st Street and Main Street in Grand Junction, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, to the Cities of Delta, Gunnison, and Montrose, Colorado, and the Towns of Olathe and Ridgway, Colorado, on the other hand.  

3. At its May 20, 2009 Weekly Meeting, the Commission, by minute entry, deemed the application complete and referred the matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing and disposition.

4. On May 1, 2009, Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi (Sunshine Taxi) filed its intervention in this docket.  Pursuant to Decision No. R09-0608-I, Sunshine Taxi’s intervention was noted and a pre-hearing conference was set for June 24, 2009 by telephone.

5. On June 10, 2009, Sunshine Taxi filed a notice that its counsel has been summoned for jury duty, as well as a Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Telephone Pre-hearing Conference and Request to Waive Response Time.  Sunshine Taxi represents that its legal counsel cannot appear at the scheduled June 24, 2009 pre-hearing conference because he has been summoned for jury duty and ordered to appear on June 23, 2009.  Therefore, Sunshine Taxi’s legal counsel requests that the June 24, 2009 telephone pre-hearing conference be vacated.  Counsel for Sunshine Taxi further recommends that the pre-hearing conference be rescheduled for June 18, 2009.  

6. Sunshine Taxi notes that granting its motion cannot prejudice Applicant because it has not yet complied with applicable rules regarding procedural filings and the matter has not yet been set for hearing.  

7. The undersigned ALJ finds good cause to grant Sunshine Taxi’s motion to reschedule the pre-hearing conference to June 18, 2009.  The ALJ also finds good cause to waive response time to the motion.

8. The ALJ reminds Applicant that the requirement contained in Decision No. R09-0608-I that it either obtain legal counsel or show cause why a duly authorized officer or representative of the company may represent Applicant by June 17, 2009 remains in effect.  

9. The pre-hearing conference in this matter is now scheduled for June 18, 2009 at 11:00 a.m. by telephone.  The office of the ALJ will contact Applicant and Sunshine Taxi by telephone at the appointed date and time.

10. If the Parties can reach agreement on a procedural schedule, they may file the proposed procedural schedule and motion to vacate the pre-hearing conference.  If the Parties elect to file such a motion, the motion must be filed on or before June 17, 2009.  

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Telephone Pre-hearing Conference of June 24, 2009 filed by Tazco, Inc. doing business as, Sunshine Taxi is granted.  

2. The prehearing conference previously scheduled for June 24 2009 is vacated.

3. A new pre-hearing conference is scheduled in this matter as follows:

4. Response time to the motion is waived.

5. K2 Taxi, LLC is still required choose either to obtain legal counsel or to make a show cause filing that comports with Paragraph No. 29, in Decision No. R09-0608-I by June 17, 2009.

6. If K2 Taxi, LLC elects to obtain legal counsel, then legal counsel shall enter an appearance in this proceeding on or before June 17, 2009.  

7. If K2 Taxi, LLC elects to show cause, then on or before June 17, 2009, it shall show cause why it is not required to be represented by legal counsel.  The show cause filing shall meet the requirements set out in Paragraph No. 29 of Decision No. R09-0608-I.

8. K2 Taxi, LLC shall file and serve its list of witnesses and complete exhibit list by the close of business on June 17, 2009.

9. At the telephonic prehearing conference, the Parties shall be prepared to discuss the matters set out above.

10. This Order is effective immediately.
