I. STATEMENT
1. This matter comes before the Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of applications filed by CAM-Colorado, LLC (CAM) requesting authority to construct new crossings of the proposed new CAM rail spur.  The application for a new at-grade crossing on Mesa County Road M.8 was filed on December 4, 2006, commencing Docket No. 06A-647R.  The application for a new at-grade crossing on Mesa County Road 10 was filed on December 11, 2006, commencing Docket No. 06A-654R.  

2. In accordance with Decision No. R09-0318-I, a prehearing conference was conducted at the specified time and place to schedule a hearing, establish a procedural schedule, and address any other matters raised by the parties.  

3. During the course of the conference, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) addressed filings in the nature of public comment addressing the Environmental Impact Statement by parties to the proceeding. “The Commission may accept comments from the public concerning any proceeding, which shall be included in the record.”  Rule 1504(b), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.  However, public comments are not contemplated to be filed by parties to the case:  “Persons participating merely through comments or testimony shall not be deemed parties.”  Rule 1200(b), 4 CCR 723-1.  Such filings will not be considered as evidence, but will be treated as public comments in this proceeding.

4. On May 1, 2009, CAM-Colorado LLC’s Motion for Restrictive Amendment to Applications to Construct At-Grade Crossings at Mesa County Roads M.8 and 10 was filed.  CAM states that it seeks to amend its application for an at-grade crossing at County Road M.8 to incorporate a minor change regarding the proposed grade. CAM states that it seeks to amend its application for an at-grade crossing at County Road 10 to incorporate a change in realignment resulting in improved sight distance and to incorporate safety measures.  Prior to expiration of response time, the ALJ utilized the prehearing conference to ask for clarification of the proposed amendment.  The motion will be ruled upon by separate order.

5. Finally, CAM presented an oral motion to modify the caption in this proceeding to reflect the fact that CAM has changed its address.  As originally captioned, CAM’s address of 116 Main Street, Pikeville, Kentucky, 41501 was included in the captions.  On October 17, 2009, CAM filed a notice of change of address to reflect its current address:  424 Lewis Hargett Circle, Suite 250, Lexington, Kentucky 40503.  Based upon good cause shown, the caption will be amended as set forth above.

6. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 CCR 723-1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these rules.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website (www.dora.state.co.us/puc) and in hard copy from the Commission.  

7. Each party is specifically reminded that all filings with the Commission must be served upon all other parties in accordance with Rule 1205 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.
