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I. STATEMENT  

1. On April 13, 2009, High Country Trails, Inc. (High Country or Applicant) filed a verified Application for New Permanent Authority to Operate as a Common Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On April 27, 2009, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed.  The following intervened or filed to intervene:  Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine and/or Go Alpine (Alpine Taxi); Colorado Tour Transportation, LLC (Colorado Tour); Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. (Home James); and Valley Taxi, Inc. (Valley Taxi).  

3. The intervention period has expired.  For purposes of this Order, Alpine Taxi, Colorado Tour, Home James, and Valley Taxi, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

4. The Commission deemed the Application complete as of June 2, 2009.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., and absent an intervening event, a Commission decision on the Application should issue on or before December 29, 2009.  

5. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

6. On June 19, 2009, High Country and Alpine Taxi filed, in one document, a Stipulated Motion for Imposition of a Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention of Alpine Taxi.  Response time to this filing has not expired.  The ALJ will decide this motion following expiration of the response time.  

7. By Decision No. R09-0609-I, as pertinent here, the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference in this matter for June 26, 2009.  A scheduling conflict has arisen for the ALJ.  Thus, this Order will vacate that prehearing conference.
  

8. To select the date on which to reschedule the prehearing conference, the ALJ will order Applicant to make, on or before July 10, 2009, a filing that contains three proposed dates for the prehearing conference.  The dates must be acceptable to all the Parties.  If possible, the ALJ will select one of the proposed dates.  

9. If one or more of the Parties wishes to participate in the prehearing conference by telephone, the ALJ will make arrangements to hold the prehearing conference by telephone.  The request to participate by telephone must be made on or before July 10, 2009, and may be made as part of the filing described in ¶ 8.  

10. The Parties are reminded that the evidentiary hearing in this matter must be concluded on or before September 18, 2009.  The prehearing conference must be held sufficiently in advance of that date to allow the Parties adequate time to prepare for the hearing.  

11. High Country is reminded that it is to make a filing, or have its attorney enter an appearance, on or before June 24, 2009.  Decision No. R09-0609-I at Ordering Paragraphs No. 4-6.  

12. Colorado Tour is reminded that it is to make a filing, or have its attorney enter an appearance, on or before June 24, 2009.  Decision No. R09-0609-I at Ordering Paragraphs No. 7-9.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The prehearing conference scheduled in this matter for June 26, 2009 is vacated.  

2. On or before July 10, 2009, High Country Trails, Inc. shall make a filing that complies with the discussion in paragraph no. 8, above.  

3. On or before July 10, 2009, a party that wishes to participate in the prehearing conference by telephone shall make a filing to request permission to participate by telephone.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
