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I. statement  

1. On November 14, 2008, NNTC Wireless, LLC (Applicant), filed a verified Application for Designation of an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier and Eligible Provider in the State of Colorado (Application).  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application.  The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened.  OCC and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

3. By Minute Order, the Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. By Decision No. R09-0392-I, the ALJ established the procedural schedule in this matter.  On motion, the ALJ modified that procedural schedule.  

5. Pursuant to the modified procedural schedule and as pertinent here, on June 12, 2009, OCC filed the answer testimony and exhibits of Cory Skluzak.  Forty-six exhibits were appended to Mr. Skluzak's answer testimony.  

6. On June 24, 2009, OCC filed, in one document, an Unopposed Motion to Re-File and Replace Answer Testimony Exhibits of Cory Skluzak [Motion] and Request for Waiver of Response Time [Request].  Accompanying the filing were the 45 exhibits that OCC sought to substitute for 45 of the 46 exhibits filed on June 12, 2009.  

7. In the Motion, OCC explains that the 45 exhibits at issue reflect separate discovery requests submitted to, and responses received from, Applicant; that the responses were served electronically; that, due to difficulties with formatting, the exhibits filed on June 12, 2009, were not limited to the requests and responses to which Mr. Skluzak refers in his answer testimony; and that the exhibits offered as replacements contain only the requests and responses to which Mr. Skluzak refers in his answer testimony.  OCC states that the Motion is unopposed.  

8. The unopposed Motion states good cause, and no party will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and will permit the re-filing and replacement of 45 of the 46 exhibits appended to Mr. Skluzak's answer testimony.  

9. The Request states good cause as the Motion is unopposed.  No party will be prejudiced if the Request is granted.  The ALJ will grant the Request and will waive response time to the Motion.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Re-File and Replace Answer Testimony Exhibits of Cory Skluzak is granted.  

2. The Office of Consumer Counsel may re-file 45 of the exhibits appended to the answer testimony of Cory Skluzak filed on June 12, 2009.  

3. The 45 answer testimony exhibits filed on June 24, 2009 replace the corresponding answer testimony exhibits filed on June 12, 2009.  

4. The Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

5. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Re-File and Replace Answer Testimony Exhibits of Cory Skluzak is waived.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
