I. STATEMENT

1. On March 10, 2009, Gregg Rounds and Thomas Casey, doing business as Estes Valley Transport, filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  This filing commenced Docket No. 09A-178CP.

2. Peak to Peak Taxi, LLC (Peak to Peak) timely intervened of right in the now-consolidated proceeding.

3. By Decision No. C09-0506, Richard J. Bara’s Motion to Withdraw as Counsel for Peak to Peak was granted.  Thus, Mr. Bara no longer represents Peak to Peak and no new counsel has entered an appearance on behalf of Peak to Peak. 

4. By Decision No. R09-0629-I, Peak to Peak was ordered to obtain counsel or make a filing demonstrating that representation is not required by Commission rule and Colorado law.  Decision No. R09-0629-I at 4.

5. Peak to Peak was specifically advised that “failure to make the filing described in ¶ 24 above or file Counsel’s entry of appearance, by June 22, 2009, will result in the striking of Peak to Peak’s intervention.”  Decision No. R09-0629-I ¶26.  

6. A review of the Commission’s file indicates that Peak to Peak has failed to file any response to Decision No. R09-0629-I.  Therefore, in accordance therewith, Peak to Peak’s intervention will be stricken.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The intervention of Peak to Peak Taxi, LLC (Peak to Peak) is stricken.  Peak to Peak is no longer a party to this proceeding.

2. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

3. Upon the effective date of this Recommended Decision, parties shall revise their service lists in accordance with the withdrawal and substitution.  

4. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.  

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.  

5. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
