I. statement  

1. On November 14, 2008, NNTC Wireless, LLC (Applicant), filed a verified Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier and Eligible Provider in the State of Colorado (Application).  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application.  The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened.  OCC and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

3. The Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. Hearing in this matter is scheduled for July 16 and 17, 2009.  

5. On July 1, 2009, Applicant filed a Motion to Strike Portions of Answer Testimony of Staff and Office of Consumer Counsel.  Applicant did not request shortened response time.  

6. On July 1, 2009, OCC and Staff filed a Joint Motion to Strike Portions of NNTC's Rebuttal Testimony and Related Exhibits, to Shorten Response Time, and Request for Prehearing Conference/Oral Argument.  In that filing, as pertinent here, OCC and Staff ask that response time to their motion to strike be shortened to July 10, 2009.  

7. This Order will address only the Joint Motion to Shorten Response Time.  

8. The Joint Motion to Shorten Response Time states good cause.  The ALJ prefers to resolve both pending motions to strike in advance of the first day of hearing.  The ALJ will grant the Joint Motion to Shorten Response Time and will shorten the response time for both motions.  

9. To allow time for argument on, and resolution of, the motions to strike in advance of the hearing, the ALJ will shorten, to and including noon on July 8, 2009, the response time to both motions.  

10. As no party will be prejudiced, the ALJ will waive response time to the Joint Motion to Shorten Response Time.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Joint Motion to Shorten Response Time is granted.  

2. Response time to the Motion to Strike Portions of Answer Testimony of Staff and Office of Consumer Counsel is shortened to noon on July 8, 2009.  

3. Response time to the Joint Motion to Strike Portions of NNTC's Rebuttal Testimony and Related Exhibits and Request for Prehearing Conference/Oral Argument is shortened to noon on July 8, 2009.  

4. Response time to the Joint Motion to Shorten Response Time is waived.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
