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I. statement

1. On February 4, 2009, Medicaid Express Transportation, LLC, doing business as Helping Hand Transportation Services (Helping Hand) filed its application for permanent authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.  This application commenced Docket No. 09A-059CP.

2. On February 4, 2009, Helping Hand filed another application for permanent authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.  This application commenced Docket No. 09A-060BP.

Notice of the applications was published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” on February 17, 2009.

3. MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi &/Or Taxis Fiesta &/Or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi); Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab and/or Boulder SuperShuttle and/or Boulder Airporter and/or Boulder Airport Shuttle and/or Boulder Express Shuttle (Colorado Cab); and Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado, and SuperShuttle International Denver, LLC timely intervened of right.

4. The application was deemed complete during the Commissioner’s Weekly Meeting on March 25, 2009, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., and was referred by minute entry to an administrative law judge for disposition.  

5. By Decision No. R09-0470, these proceedings were consolidated, procedures were established, and a hearing was scheduled to commence in Denver, Colorado on July 9, 2009.

6. On July 1, 2009, Metro Taxi filed its Motion of MKBS, LLC d/b/a/ Metro Taxi &/Or Taxis Fiesta &/Or South Suburban Taxi to Dismiss Applications or, in the Alternative, Motion in Limine and Request to Shorten Response Time.  Metro Taxi contends that the Application should be dismissed because Applicant is not represented by counsel and failed to timely file and serve its list of witnesses and exhibits.  Metro Taxi contends it is disadvantaged in presenting its case at hearing without this information.  Colorado Cab joins in the motion.

In light of the scheduled hearing date, Metro Taxi requests that response time to its motion be shortened to July 6, 2009.

7. Notably, Metro Taxi waited 12 days past the deadline to request relief and served its motion upon Applicant by U.S. Mail on July 1, 2009.  Metro Taxi requests response time be shortened to July 6, 2009 – a period of five days, three of which are the July 4th Holiday weekend.  It is not at all clear that such request would afford a reasonable opportunity to receive and respond to the motion.  Further, the equities lie against Metro Taxi in light of its delay.

8. By Decision No. R09-0470-I, the deadline for Applicant to file its list of witnesses and copies of exhibits was set for June 19, 2009.  

9. A review of the Commission’s file indicates that Applicant filed the document attached hereto as Appendix A on June 19, 2009.  However, it does not appear that it was served in accordance with Commission rules.  

10. Under the circumstances present, Metro Taxi has failed to demonstrate good cause to shorten response time to its motion to July 6, 2009.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:


1.
The Request to Shorten Response Time to the Motion of MKBS, LLC d/b/a/ Metro Taxi &/Or Taxis Fiesta &/Or South Suburban Taxi to Dismiss Applications or, in the Alternative, Motion in Limine filed by MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi &/Or Taxis Fiesta &/Or South Suburban Taxi on July 1, 2009, is denied.  

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
