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I. statement

1. On April 9, 2009, K2 Taxi, LLC (Applicant) filed an application for authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire (Application).

2. On April 13, 2009, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage in taxi service

between all points in the County of Mesa, Colorado, that are within a 50-mile radius of the intersection of 1st Street and Main Street in Grand Junction, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, to the Cities of Delta, Gunnison, and Montrose, Colorado, and the Towns of Olathe and Ridgway, Colorado, on the other hand.  

3. At its May 20, 2009 Weekly Meeting, the Commission, by minute entry, deemed the Application complete and referred the matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing and disposition.

4. On May 1, 2009, Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi (Sunshine Taxi) filed its intervention in this docket.  

5. The notice period in this matter concluded on May 13, 2009.  Applicant had until May 26, 2009 to file and serve its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

6. On June 1, 2009, Sunshine Taxi filed a Motion in Limine and Motion to Dismiss the Application, or Alternate Motion for an Enlargement of Time to Supplement Intervenor’s List of Witnesses and Exhibits because Applicant had not filed and served its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

7. Sunshine Taxi’s Motion in Limine or Motion to Dismiss was not granted.  Rather, the ALJ ordered that Applicant file and serve its list of witnesses and complete exhibit list and copies of exhibits by the close of business on June 17, 2009.  Sunshine Taxi’s request for an enlargement of time to 20 days after the date Applicant files and serves its final list of witnesses and copies of exhibits was granted. 

8. A pre-hearing conference in this matter was scheduled for June 24, 2009 at 9:00 a.m. by telephone.  At the appointed date and time, the undersigned ALJ convened the pre-hearing conference by telephone.  Appearances were entered by Applicant and Sunshine Taxi.

9. During a discussion of the authority sought by Applicant, it became apparent that the description of the authority sought by Applicant, as noticed by the Commission on April 13, 2009, was to a certain extent inaccurate and somewhat ambiguous.  As a result, it was determined that the Application proceeding would be stayed pending the filing of an amendment to the Application with a revised geographic description of the authority sought by Applicant, as well as a request for a shortened notice period.

10. On July 14, 2009, Applicant filed an Unopposed Motion to Amend Application and to Permit a Shortened Re-Notice Period.  Applicant revises its geographic description of the authority it seeks to read as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage in taxi service:

(I)
between all points in the County of Mesa, Colorado, and

(II)
from all points in Mesa County to any point in the State of Colorado for passengers picked up in Mesa County, Colorado.

11. Applicant represents that Sunshine Taxi does not oppose its Motion and agrees that Sunshine Taxi is not required to amend its pleadings following a grant of the amendment as indicated above, and that all prior pleadings shall apply to the amended notice.

12. The undersigned ALJ finds good cause to grant Applicant’s motion to amend its Application as indicated in Paragraph No. 10 above.  The Application will be re-noticed with the amended geographic description for a shortened period of ten days beginning July 20, 2009.  As the motion is unopposed, response time is waived.

13. The requirements of Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405(e) remain.  Therefore, Applicant will be required, pursuant to Rule 1405(e)(I) to file and serve its witness list, summary of testimony, and copies of its exhibits based on the amended geographic description language within ten days after the conclusion of the notice period.  Sunshine Taxi shall file and serve its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits based on the amended geographic description language not later than 20 days after the re-notice period has expired.

14. The need for a second pre-hearing conference and hearing dates on the Application as amended will be determined subsequent to the expiration of the notice period.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion of K2 Taxi, LLC to Amend Application and to Permit a Shortened Re-Notice Period is granted.

2. The geographic description of Applicant K2 Taxi, LLC’s Application for authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire is amended to read as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage in taxi service:

(I)
between all points in the County of Mesa, Colorado, and

(II)
from all points in Mesa County to any point in the State of Colorado for passengers picked up in Mesa County, Colorado.

3. The Amended Application as indicated above shall be noticed for a period of ten days beginning July 20, 2009.

4. Response time to the motion is waived.

5. Applicant shall, pursuant to Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405(e)(I) file and serve its witness list, summary of testimony, and copies of its exhibits based on the amended geographic description language within ten days after the conclusion of the notice period.

6. Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi shall file and serve its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits based on the amended geographic description language not later than 20 days after the re-notice period has expired.

7. A date for a hearing on the Application or for a pre-hearing conference will be determined subsequent to the expiration of the re-notice period.

8. This Order is effective immediately.
