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I. statement  

1. On November 14, 2008, NNTC Wireless, LLC, filed a verified Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier and Eligible Provider in the State of Colorado.  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel and Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened.  

3. The Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. Hearing in this matter was held on July 16, 17, and 22, 2009.  

5. During the course of the hearing, it came to light that information is missing from Exhibit SAT-6, which is attached to Hearing Exhibit No. 13, and that the addition of the missing information would result in changes to Exhibit SAT-6.
  The ALJ determined that, for completeness of the record, Exhibit SAT-6 should be amended to include the missing information and to show the resulting changes in that exhibit.  The ALJ orally ordered Staff to file an amended Exhibit SAT-6.  

6. Exhibit SAT-6, as originally filed, is discussed in the testimony (both written and oral).  Amending that exhibit without making conforming changes to the testimony likely will result in confusion with respect to the record.  

7. To minimize possible confusion and to keep the record as clear as possible, it is necessary to include amended Exhibit SAT-6 in the evidentiary record as a separate exhibit.  To that end, the ALJ will reopen the evidentiary record for the limited purpose of admitting into evidence amended Exhibit SAT-6 as a separate exhibit.  By this Order, the ALJ will admit amended Exhibit SAT-6 as Hearing Exhibit No. 26.  

8. Staff will be ordered to file, on or before July 29, 2009, Hearing Exhibit No.26.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. On or before July 29, 2009, Staff of the Commission shall file Hearing Exhibit No. 26, which exhibit is described and discussed above.  

2. The evidentiary record in Docket No. 08A-508T is reopened for the limited purpose of admitting into evidence Hearing Exhibit No. 26.  

3. Hearing Exhibit No. 26 is amended Exhibit SAT-6, as described and discussed above.  

4. Hearing Exhibit No. 26 is admitted into evidence in this docket.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
