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I. statement

1. On April 20, 2009, Elder Options, Inc., doing business as Mobile Access (Applicant) filed an application for authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire (Application).

2. On April 27, 2009, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limousine service

between all points within an area beginning at the intersection of Colorado Highway 7 and Tower Road, in Brighton, Colorado; thence south along Tower Road as extended, to its intersection with County Line road as extended; thence west along County Line Road as extended, to its intersection with the Gilpin and Jefferson County Lines; thence north along the Jefferson County Line as extended, to its intersection with Colorado Highway 7 as extended; thence east along Colorado Highway 7 as extended, to the point of beginning; and between said points on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Clear Creek, Douglas, Gilpin, Jefferson, and Summit that are not located in the above described area, on the other hand.  

RESTRICTION:  

This application is restricted to the transportation of passengers who can be classified as disabled under the requirements which define a disability in 42 USC Section 12102 of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990.  

3. At its June 2, 2009 Weekly Meeting, the Commission, by minute entry, deemed the Application complete and referred the matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).

4. On May 13, 2009, MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Tax &/or Taxis Fiesta &/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi) filed its intervention in this docket.  As part of its filing, Metro Taxi also filed its Preliminary List of Witnesses and Exhibits

5. On May 20, 2009, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Boulder Yellow Cab filed its intervention in this docket.  

6. In order to prosecute this case in a timely manner, the ALJ ordered Applicant to file and serve its complete list of witnesses and complete exhibit list and copies of exhibits by the close of business on July 24, 2009.  

7. The ALJ further enlarged the time requirements of Rule 1405(e)(II) that requires intervenors to file and serve its list of witnesses and copies of exhibits not later than 20 days after the notice period has expired.  Intervenors had until August 3, 2009 to file and serve their respective copies of exhibits and witness lists.

8. A pre-hearing conference was scheduled for August 6, 2009 at 9:00 a.m.

9. The ALJ indicated that if the Parties reached agreement on a procedural schedule, they could file the proposed procedural schedule and motion to vacate the pre-hearing conference.  If the Parties elected to file such a motion, the motion was to be filed on or before August 4, 2009.  

10. On August 4, 2009, Applicant filed a Proposed Procedural Schedule and Unopposed Motion to Vacate Pre-Hearing Conference.  The parties to this docket agreed on a procedural schedule as follows:

September 4, 2009

Applicant to file final witnesses/exhibits

September 4, 2009

Dispositive motions due

September 18, 2009

Intervenor’s to file final witnesses/exhibits

September 25, 2009

Deadline for filing stipulations, including full or




partial settlement agreements

October 5-6, 2009

Hearing

October 20, 2009

Closing Statements of Position Due

11. Since a procedural schedule has been agreed to among the parties, Applicant requests that the pre-hearing conference scheduled for August 6, 2009 be vacated.

12. The undersigned ALJ finds good cause to adopt the procedural schedule put forth by the parties and vacate the August 6, 2009 pre-hearing conference.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The procedural schedule proposed by the parties is adopted as outlined above.

2. The pre-hearing conference scheduled for August 6, 2009 is vacated.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
