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I. STATEMENT
1. By Decision No. C09-0781, the Commission bifurcated Docket No. 08A-300CP from a consolidated proceeding and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge for further proceedings.

2. By Decision No. R09-0792-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled in the proceeding in accordance with Rule 1409(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.  At the scheduled time and place, the prehearing conference in the bifurcated proceeding was called to order.  Flatiron Cab Corporation, doing business as Iron Cab (Iron Cab), appeared pro se through Mr. John Odde.  Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab and MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi &/or Taxis Fiesta appeared through counsel.

3. After a brief discussion of Decision No. C09-0781, Iron Cab made clear that the only requested amendment to the pending application is the geographic scope of authority.  Iron Cab will not present any additional evidence in its direct case to support the proposed amendment.  Finally, the parties are satisfied with disclosure of lay and expert witnesses in accordance with Rules 1405(e) and 1004(o) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, as opposed to more extensive disclosure.  Based upon the discussion, a procedural schedule was discussed and ordered, as memorialized herein.  This proceeding will be governed by the procedural schedule ordered below.

4. There was some discussion regarding electronic service; however, no further orders are necessary with regarding thereto.  Provisions for electronic service established by Decision No. R08-0956-I will remain in effect.

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:
1. On or before August 7, 2009, Flatiron Cab Corporation, doing business as Iron Cab shall file an amendment to the pending application to include a written description of the proposed geographic territory of the operating authority now sought.

2. Response time to written discovery shall be shortened to one business day.

3. All intervenors shall file a list of witnesses and copies of exhibits on or before August 20, 2009.
