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I. STATEMENT  

1. On May 28, 2009, Delegate Source LLC (Applicant) filed a verified Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle (Application).  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission issued its Notice of Applications Filed (notice given at 1); established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R09-0786-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

3. MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi or Intervenor), intervened of right in this proceeding.  

4. The intervention period has expired.  Review of the Commission file in this docket reveals that no other person has filed an intervention of right or a motion for leave to intervene.  In addition, there is no pending motion for leave to intervene out of time.  

5. Applicant and Intervenor, collectively, are the Parties.  

6. By Minute Order dated July 15, 2009, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of July 15, 2009.  By Minute Order dated July 15, 2009, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
7. As pertinent here, by Decision No. R09-0786-I, the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference in this matter for August 13, 2009.  

8. On August 12, 2009, the ALJ received a telephone call from counsel for Applicant.  Counsel informed the ALJ that Applicant may be amending the Application and that, if made, the amendment might require renotice of the Application.  Due to the uncertainty of the situation, counsel for Applicant requested that the ALJ vacate the scheduled prehearing conference.  Counsel for Applicant advised the ALJ that counsel for Intervenor did not oppose the request.  

9. The oral motion states good cause and is not opposed.  The ALJ will grant the oral motion and will vacate the scheduled prehearing conference.  

10. No prehearing conference will be scheduled at this time.  
11. Applicant will be ordered to make, on or before August 21, 2009, a filing that (a) informs the ALJ of the status of the Application (for example, possible amendment); (b) states whether Applicant requests (or has requested) renotice of the Application; and (c) if renotice is not or has not been requested, contains three proposed dates for a prehearing conference.  

12. If prehearing conference dates are proposed, then the proposed dates must be acceptable to Applicant and Intervenor.  If possible, the ALJ will select one of the proposed dates.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The unopposed oral motion of Delegate Source LLC (Applicant) to vacate the prehearing conference scheduled for August 13, 2009 is granted.  

2. The August 13, 2009 prehearing conference is vacated.  

3. On or before August 21, 2009, Applicant shall make a filing that comports with ¶ I.11, above.  
4. Response time to the oral motion to vacate the August 13, 2009 prehearing conference is waived.  
5. This Order is effective immediately.
