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I. statement

1. On June 23, 2009, Robert H. McKnight (Complainant) filed a complaint against Shamrock Charters, Inc and Colorado Cab Company, LLC (Respondents).  On July 2, 2009, the Commission, through Director, Doug Dean, issued an Order to Satisfy or Answer and an Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing, setting the matter for hearing on August 18, 2009.
2. On July 16, 2009, Respondents filed a Motion to Dismiss Complaint.  On August 3, 2009, Complainant filed its response to the Motion to Dismiss.  The Motion to Dismiss is pending a decision.
3. On August 12, 2009, Respondents filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing Pending Ruling on Motion to Dismiss and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  Respondents request that the hearing currently set for August 18, 2009 be vacated pending resolution of the Motion to Dismiss.  Respondents also request a pre-hearing conference should the Motion be denied.  

4. Respondents also request that response time to the Motion be waived.

5. The undersigned ALJ finds good cause to grant the unopposed motion.  The hearing scheduled for August 18, 2009 is vacated.  However, the undersigned ALJ does not see the need for a pre-hearing conference in this matter should Respondent’s Motion to Dismiss be denied.  Therefore, if Respondent’s Motion to Dismiss is denied, within 10 days of the effective date of such an Order, Complainant and Respondent shall submit suggested dates for a new hearing in this matter.  

6. Response time to the motion is waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing Pending Ruling on Motion to Dismiss and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by Respondents is granted.
2. The hearing scheduled for August 18, 2009 is vacated.

3. Response time to the motion is waived.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
