I. STATEMENT  
1. On May 14, 2009, Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc., filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) for its San Luis Valley-Calumet-Comanche transmission project (Project); findings with respect to electromagnetic fields (EMF) and noise levels associated with the Project; and approval of ownership interest transfer as needed when the Project is completed (Tri-State Application).  That filing commenced Docket No. 09A-324E (Tri-State Docket).  

2. On May 14, 2009, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or PSCo) filed an Application for a CPCN for the Project; findings with respect to EMF and noise levels associated with the Project; and approval of ownership interest transfer as needed when the Project is completed (PSCo Application).  That filing commenced Docket No. 09A-325E (PSCo Docket).  

3. The Commission gave public notice of both Applications and referred both Applications to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  The ALJ consolidated these dockets.  The Commission will issue an Initial Commission Decision in this consolidated proceeding.  
4. By Decision No. R09-0868-I, the ALJ established the procedural schedule in this matter.  Intervenors are to file answer testimony and exhibits on or before September 18, 2009.  
5. On August 14, 2009, Intervenors Blanca Ranch Holdings, LLC, and Trinchera Ranch Holdings, LLC, filed, as pertinent here, a Motion to Compel Production of Documents.  That motion asks, inter alia, for an Order compelling the production of two documents.  One of the documents sought is a complete (i.e., unredacted) version of the report submitted by Public Service in Docket No. 07A-447E on August 10, 2009 and entitled “2009 All-Source Solicitation 120-Day Report Pursuant to Rule 3610(h).”  Public Service has labeled the complete report “highly confidential.”  
6. The ALJ may review both of the requested documents in camera.  In anticipation of such a review, by this Order, the ALJ will require Public Service to provide to the ALJ a complete (i.e., unredacted) version of the referenced report.  The document provided must be in the highlighted format described and ordered by the Commission in Docket No. 07A-447E at the prehearing conference held in that docket on August 20, 2009.  Public Service must provide the document to the ALJ on the same day that Public Service files the highlighted version of the document in Docket No. 07A-447E.
  
7. On August 20, 2009, Public Service filed a Request for Clarification of Decision No. C09-0886.  The Commission will address that filing.  By this Order, the ALJ will shorten, to noon MT on Friday, August 28, 2009, the response time to that filing.  
8. On August 21, 2009, the ALJ informed the Parties, by e-mail, of the shortened response time.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Public Service Company of Colorado shall provide to the Administrative Law Judge an unredacted version of the report submitted by Public Service Company of Colorado in Docket No. 07A-447E on August 10, 2009 and entitled “2009 All-Source Solicitation 120-Day Report Pursuant to Rule 3610(h).”  The version provided to the Administrative Law Judge shall conform to the requirements set out in ¶ I.6, above.  
2. Response time to the Request for Clarification of Decision No. C09-0886 is shortened to noon MT on August 28, 2009.  
3. Any response to the Request for Clarification of Decision No. C09-0886 shall be filed with the Commission on or before that date and time.  
4. Service of a response to the Request for Clarification of Decision No. C09-0886 shall be made electronically no later than the filing date and time.  
5. This Order is effective immediately.
