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I. STATEMENT  

1. On June 15, 2009, Spring Cab, LLC, doing business as Spring Cab (Spring Cab or Applicant), filed a verified Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  That filing commenced this docket.  On July 10, 2009, Applicant filed an Amended Application.  On July 20, 2009, Applicant filed Supplemental Information to Application.  Reference in this Order to the Application is to the Application as amended and supplemented.  

2. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

3. On July 6, 2009, the Commission issued its Notice of Applications Filed (notice given at 1 and noticed the originally-filed Application); established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R09-0909-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

4. RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (Colorado Springs Yellow Cab), intervened of right and opposes the Application.  Mile High Cab, Inc. (Mile High), filed a Motion to Intervene by Permission.  
5. For purposes of this Order, Colorado Springs Yellow Cab and Mile High, collectively, are the Intervenors.
  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  All Parties are represented by counsel.  

6. By Decision No. R09-0909-I, the ALJ scheduled a September 1, 2009 prehearing conference; identified the issues to be discussed; and set out advisements to the Parties.  For the reasons stated in that Order, the prehearing conference in this docket is to be held in conjunction with the prehearing conference in Docket No. 09A-491CP.  
7. On August 21, 2009 in Docket No. 09A-429CP, Colorado Springs Yellow Cab filed a Request to Vacate and to Reschedule Prehearing Conference (Request).  The ALJ granted the Request and rescheduled the prehearing conference for September 2, 2009.  

8. Because the prehearing conference in this proceeding will be held in conjunction with the prehearing conference in Docket No. 09A-491CP, this Order will reschedule the prehearing conference in this docket to September 2, 2009.  At the prehearing conference, the Parties must be prepared to discuss the matters identified in Decision No. R09-0909-I.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The prehearing conference scheduled for September 1, 2009 is vacated.
