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I. STATEMENT  
1. On May 28, 2009, Delegate Source LLC (Applicant) filed a verified Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle (Application).  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission issued its Notice of Applications Filed (notice given at 1); established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R09-0786-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

3. MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi or Intervenor), intervened of right in this proceeding.  
4. The original intervention period has expired.  At present, Applicant and Intervenor, collectively, are the Parties.  

5. By Minute Order dated July 15, 2009, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of July 15, 2009.  In view of the renotice of the Application required by this Order, the Commission’s deeming the Application complete is premature.  

6. By Minute Order dated July 15, 2009, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

7. By Decision No. R09-0786-I, the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference for August 13, 2009.  By Decision No. R09-0884-I, the ALJ granted Applicant’s motion to vacate the scheduled prehearing conference.  
8. As originally noticed by the Commission, the Application sought  

authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage between 4612 West 32nd Avenue, Denver, Colorado, and 11780 Perry Street, Westminster, Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.  This Application is restricted:  (1) to providing transportation services for passengers and their families who are members of Delegate Source, LLC; and (2) to providing transportation services for Terri Norvell, Jacqueline Suchy, and Jessica Wolfe.  
Notice of Applications Filed, dated June 8, 2009, at 1.  

9. On August 13, 2009, as pertinent here, Applicant filed a Motion to Amend and Renotice Application.  The ALJ granted that motion in Decision No. R09-0910-I.  As amended by Decision No. R09-0910-I, the Application sought  

authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage between 4612 West 32nd Avenue, Denver, Colorado, and 11780 Perry Street, Westminster, Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.  This Application is restricted to providing transportation services for passengers and their families who are members of Delegate Source, LLC.  

10. On August 24, 2009, as pertinent here, Applicant filed an Amended Motion to Amend and Renotice Application (Amended Motion).  By this filing, Applicant wishes to amend the scope of the Application.  Because the amendment expands the scope of the Application as noticed, Applicant seeks renotice of the Application.  
11. The Amended Motion states good cause.  Because the Amended Motion is filed early in the proceeding, no party will be prejudiced if the Amended Motion is granted.  The ALJ will grant the Amended Motion; will permit the amendment to the Application; and will order renotice of the Application, as amended by the Amended Motion.  Given the change in the scope of the Application, the intervention period for the renoticed Application will be 30 days.  

12. The authority sought by the Application as amended by the instant Order is a complete substitute for the authority sought by the Application as filed.  Thus, Decision No. R09-0910-I is unnecessary and will be vacated.  

13. Metro Taxi is a party to this proceeding and need not file to intervene when the Application is renoticed.  

14. Given the purpose of the Amended Motion, given the need to renotice the Application as soon as possible, and given that no party will be prejudiced, the ALJ will waive response time to the Amended Motion.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Amended Motion to Amend and Renotice Application is granted.  
2. The Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle, filed on May 28, 2009 by Delegate Source LLC, is amended to seek  
authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage between points in Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson Counties, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.  The Application is restricted to providing transportation services for members of Delegate Source, LLC, and family members, related by blood, to Delegate Source, LLC, members.  

3. The Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle, as amended, shall be renoticed.  The intervention period for the Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle, as amended and renoticed, shall be 30 days.  

4. MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi, need not file to intervene when the Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle, as amended, is renoticed.  

5. Response time to the Amended Motion to Amend and Renotice Application is waived.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
