I. statement  

1. On August 13, 2008, Mill Creek Water Sales and Distribution, LLC (Applicant), filed a Verified Application.  That filing commenced this proceeding.  There are several intervenors.  The procedural history of this matter is contained in previously-issued Orders.  

2. On August 18, 2009, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) received by electronic mail a Notice of Withdrawal of Counsel for Mill Creek Water Sales and Distribution, LLC (Notice)  Pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 734-1-1201(d), counsel for Applicant gives notice that she  

wishes to withdraw as attorney of record for [Applicant] in this proceeding.  In accordance with Rule 1201(d), ... counsel has specifically advised Mill Creek of its right to object to this withdrawal and Mill Creek has notified ... counsel that it has no objection to the withdrawal.  No pending hearing dates are scheduled at this time in this docket, however, pursuant to Decision No. R09-0890-I, filings have been ordered on August 21, 2009, August 28, 2009, and September 9, 2009.  

 
Mill Creek remains a party to this docket and all pleadings, notices, and correspondence from the effective date of this withdrawal forward should be served on J. Randall Miller[.]  

Notice at 1-2.  By electronic service on August 18, 2009, counsel for Applicant served the Notice on all Parties.  

3. The Notice of Withdrawal of Counsel was filed on August 19, 2009.  No response was filed within the ten-day period provided in Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(d).  The Notice of Withdrawal of Counsel was effective on August 31, 2009.  As of that date, Ms. Frame is no longer the counsel of record for the Applicant.  

4. In Decision No. R09-0913-I, the ALJ advised Applicant that it must be represented by an attorney in good standing who is licensed to practice law in Colorado or who has been admitted to practice pro hac vice.  In that Order, the ALJ also advised Applicant that a filing made on its behalf by a person who is neither licensed to practice law in Colorado nor admitted to practice pro hac vice is void and is a nullity.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Effective August 31, 2009, Joy L. Frame, Esquire, is no longer counsel for Mill Creek Water Sales and Distribution, LLC, in this matter.  

2. Mill Creek Water Sales and Distribution, LLC, shall be held to the advisements contained in Decision No. R09-0913-I at ¶¶ I.10 and 11.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
