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I. STATEMENT  
1. On June 15, 2009, Spring Cab, LLC, doing business as Spring Cab (Spring Cab or Applicant), filed a verified Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On July 6, 2009, the Commission issued its Notice of Applications Filed for the Application as filed (notice given at 1); established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R09-0909-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

3. On July 24, 2009, RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (Yellow Cab or Intervenor), intervened of right in this proceeding.  Yellow Cab opposes the Application.  

4. On August 5, 2009, Mile High Cab, Inc., filed a Motion to Intervene by Permission.  The Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) denied that motion.  

5. The original intervention period has expired.  Review of the Commission file in this docket reveals that no other person has filed an intervention of right or a motion for leave to intervene.  In addition, there is no pending motion for leave to intervene out of time.  

6. At present, Applicant and Intervenor, collectively, are the Parties.  

7. By Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of August 5, 2009.  In view of the filing of the Amended Application and the renotice required by this Order, the Commission’s deeming the Application complete is premature.  Thus, the date by which the Commission decision in this matter should issue is not the date stated in Decision No. R09-0909-I at ¶ I.7.  

8. By Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an ALJ.  

9. By Decisions No. R09-0909-I and No. R09-0943-I, the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference in this matter for September 2, 2009.  The prehearing conference was held as scheduled.  At that prehearing conference, both Parties were present, were represented, and participated.  

10. As filed on June 15, 2009 and as noticed by the Commission, the Application sought  

authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in taxi service between all points in the County of El Paso, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado, on the other hand.  

Notice of Applications Filed, dated July 6, 2009, at 1.  

11. On July 10, 2009, Applicant filed its Amended Application.  On July 20, 2009, Applicant filed Supplemental Information to Application.  On August 28, 2009, Applicant filed an additional Supplemental Information to Application.  At the prehearing conference, counsel for Applicant stated that the two Supplemental Information to Application filings were intended to supplement the Amended Application.  Thus, the following discussion discussed the Amended Application as supplemented.  

12. The Amended Application seeks  

authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in taxi service between all points in the County of El Paso, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado, on the other hand; and  

authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in scheduled service between all points in the County of El Paso, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado, on the other hand.  

If granted, the authority would be restricted against providing either scheduled service or taxi service outside the County of El Paso, State of Colorado except between points in El Paso County and Denver International Airport.  

13. With the addition of scheduled service, the scope of the authority sought in the Amended Application is significantly broader than the authority sought in the Application as filed on June 15, 2009 and as noticed by the Commission on July 6, 2009.  The ALJ finds that the July 6, 2009 notice is insufficient to give the public adequate notice of the scope of the Amended Application.  Consequently, the ALJ will order publication of a second notice, including a new intervention period of 30 days from the date of publication of the second notice.  

14. Yellow Cab is a party to this proceeding and need not file to intervene when the Application is renoticed.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Amended Application filed by Spring Cab, LLC, on July 10, 2009, as supplemented on July 20, 2009 and on August 28, 2009, is substituted for the Application filed by Spring Cab, LLC on June 15, 2009.  

2. The Amended Application, as supplemented, shall be renoticed.  The intervention period shall be 30 days.  

3. RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs, is a party in this docket and need not file to intervene when the Amended Application filed by Spring Cab, LLC, is renoticed.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
