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I. statement  

1. On July 31, 2009, Rocky Mountain Natural Gas LLC (RMNG) and SourceGas Distribution LLC (SourceGas) (collectively, Applicants) filed a verified Joint Application.  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. By Decision No. C09-0831, the Commission gave notice of the Joint Application and established an intervention period.  Four entities moved to intervene, and Staff intervened by right.  

3. By Decision No. R09-0962-I, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) scheduled a prehearing conference in this matter for September 11, 2009.  That Order also listed the matters to be discussed at the schedule prehearing conference.  

4. On September 10, 2009, Applicants filed a Joint Unopposed Motion for Continuance of Prehearing Conference (Motion).  Applicants request that the prehearing conference be rescheduled to September 18, 2009 to permit time to complete negotiations on a settlement agreement.  Applicants represent that all parties support the Motion.  

5. The Motion states good cause.  As the Motion is unopposed, granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ will grant the Motion; will vacate the prehearing conference scheduled for September 11, 2009; and will schedule a prehearing conference in this matter for September 18, 2009.  

6. As the Motion is unopposed, the ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  

7. At the rescheduled prehearing conference, the matters to be discussed will be those listed in Decision No. R09-0962-I, as they may be affected by any settlement agreement that is filed.  Paragraph 22 of Decision No. R09-0962-I is in effect as well.  

8. On November 10, 2009, the parties were notified that the ALJ granted the Motion.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Joint Unopposed Motion for Continuance of Prehearing Conference is granted.  

2. The prehearing conference scheduled for September 11, 2009 is vacated.  

3. A prehearing conference in this matter is scheduled as follows:

4. At the prehearing conference, the Parties shall be prepared to discuss the matters listed in Decision No. R09-0962-I.

6. Response time to the Joint Unopposed Motion for Continuance of Prehearing Conference is waived.
