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I. STATEMENT

1. On July 8, 2009, Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 467.  Atmos stated a principal purpose of this filing is to increase base rate revenues by $3,933,659.  The proposed change in rates will be made through an adjustment to the rates listed on the Company's general rate schedules including facilities charge, commodity charge, service order fees, and transportation service fees.  This will affect residential, commercial, public authority, industrial, irrigation, and transportation customers. 

2. By Decision No. C09-0823, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge.

On August 28, 2009, the Petition for Leave to Intervene of Persolite Products Inc. (Persolite) and Seminole Energy Services, LLC (Seminole) was filed.  Persolite is an existing transportation customer of Atmos.  Seminole is a marketer of natural gas and a transportation shipper on the Atmos system.  No response to the petition was filed.

Based upon the representations in the pleadings filed, a substantial interest in the subject matter of this proceeding has been demonstrated.  For good cause shown and no objection having been timely filed, the requests to intervene will be granted.  

II. order

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Petition for Leave to Intervene of Persolite Products, Inc. (Persolite) and Seminole Energy Services, LLC (Seminole) is granted. 

2. Persolite and Seminole are granted Intervenor status.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
