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I. STATEMENT

1. On September 18, 2009, Colorado Cab Company, LLC's (Colorado Cab) Stipulated Motion to Vacate and Reset Hearing, Withdrawal of Motion in Limine or to Vacate Hearing, and Motion to Waive Response Time was filed. 

2. Colorado Cab first memorializes an informal telephone conference during which Applicant Safe Ride Taxi Service, LLC’s counsel informed the undersigned of a serious medical condition that would not allow him to participate in the hearing scheduled in this matter.  Therefore, Applicant and his counsel requested that the hearing in this case scheduled for September 22 through 25, 2009, be vacated and reset. Counsel for Colorado Cab stipulated to vacating the hearing.

3. Based upon good grounds shown for the unopposed request, response time will be waived and the request will be granted.  The hearing will be rescheduled in accordance with informal discussions, and as ordered below.

4. Colorado Cab next withdraws the pending Motion in Limine or to Vacate Hearing, and Motion for Shortened Response Time, filed on September 11, 2009.

5. On September 10, 2009, Colorado Cab Company, LLC’s Second Stipulated Motion for Extension of Time to Supplement its Witness List and Exhibits, and Motion to Waive Response Time was filed.   Based upon good grounds shown for the unopposed request, response time will be waived and the request will be granted, as modified and ordered below.  In consideration of the rescheduled hearing date, disclosure deadlines will be rescheduled.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to Colorado Cab Company, LLC's (Colorado Cab) Stipulated Motion to Vacate and Reset Hearing, Withdrawal of Motion in Limine or to Vacate Hearing, and Motion to Waive Response Time filed September 18, 2009 is waived and the request is granted.

2. Response time to Colorado Cab Company, LLC’s Second Stipulated Motion for Extension of time to File Witness List and Exhibits, and Motion to Waive Response is waived and the request is granted, as modified and ordered below.

3. The applicant may file and/or supplement its list of witnesses and copies of exhibits on or before January 4, 2010.  All intervenors may file and/or supplement their respective lists of witnesses and copies of their exhibits on or before January 18, 2010.

4. The hearing scheduled to commence in this matter on September 22, 2009, is vacated.
