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I. statement  

1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on August 12, 2009, when the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) issued its Formal Complaint and Notice of Hearing (Complaint) alleging that several telecommunications carriers had violated § 40-3-110, C.R.S., and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-2006(a) by failing to file their 2008 annual reports on or before April 30, 2009.  See, Decision No. C09-0870.

The Complaint set this matter for hearing on October 19, 2009, and established a procedural schedule governing this proceeding.  The procedural schedule required the Staff of the Commission (Staff) to file its witness list and copies of its hearing exhibits at least 30 days 

2. prior to hearing; i.e., by September 21, 2009.  The procedural schedule required the Respondents to file their witness lists and copies of their hearing exhibits at least 20 days prior to hearing; i.e., by September 29, 2009.

3. Staff filed its List of Witnesses and Exhibits on September 25, 2009.  On the same day it filed a Motion for Leave to Late File Its List of Witnesses and Exhibits and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  The Motion requests that Staff’s List of Witnesses and Exhibits be accepted as late-filed.  As grounds therefore, Staff’s counsel states that it was not retained in this matter until September 18, 2009, and, as a result, had insufficient time to meet the September 21, 2009, witness/exhibits list filing deadline.  It submits that no party will be prejudiced by the relief requested in the Motion since all involved parties will have sufficient time prior to the hearing to review Staff’s exhibits.

4. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion will be granted and response time thereto will be waived.  However, in order to allow Respondents sufficient time prepare their witness lists and exhibits, some of which may be in response to the witnesses and/or exhibits listed by Staff, the deadline for the submission of Respondents’ witness list and exhibits will be extended to October 5, 2009.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion for Leave to Late File Its List of Witnesses and Exhibits and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on September 25, 2009, is granted.  

2. The Respondents listed on Attachment A of Decision No. C09-0870 shall file their list of witnesses and copies of exhibits on or before October 5, 2009.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
