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I. statement
1. On June 1, 2009, Tracfone Wireless, Inc. (Tracfone) filed the above-captioned application requesting designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado to offer Lifeline service to qualified households.

2. On September 17, 2009, the Motion to Intervene was filed by the Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority and the Jefferson county E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority (collectively Intervenors).  

3. On October 1, 2009, Tracfone Wireless, Inc.'s Response to Motion to Intervene was filed.  Tracfone does not oppose granting the requested intervention. 

4. Good cause having been shown for the unopposed request, Intervenors will be granted late intervention as ordered below with the proviso that they take this docket as they find it and are bound by the decisions previously entered in this docket.  Parties are directed to add counsel for Intervenors to their service lists.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Intervene filed by the Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, and the Jefferson county E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority (collectively Intervenors) on September 17, 2009, is granted.  Intervenors shall take the docket as they find it and shall be bound by all decisions previously entered in this docket.  

2. Parties shall revise their service lists in accordance with the Intervenors’ Motion to Intervene filed September 17, 2009.
