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I. statement

1. On August 20, 2009, Trial Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff), served Civil Penalty Assessment Notice No. 90095 (CPAN) on Mr. Ernest Pino (Respondent), seeking civil penalties in the amount of $13,915 (or $6,957.50 if paid within ten days).  The CPAN alleges that Respondent operated as a transportation carrier without first obtaining an authority and/or operating right from the Commission, and operated as a transportation carrier without insurance.

2. On October 2, 2009, legal counsel for Staff, the Colorado Attorney General, filed a Motion indicating that Staff and Respondent have agreed to a settlement in principle in this matter.  Counsel for Staff represents that a settlement agreement has been drafted and is being forwarded to Respondent.  In the event a settlement is not finally agreed to, Staff requests that a hearing in this matter be set.  Counsel for Staff further represents that she contacted Respondent for the purpose of proposing certain dates for hearing, in the event a hearing is necessary.

3. A hearing in this matter will be set for October 27, 2009 at 1:30 p.m.  In the event the parties reach agreement on a settlement, such settlement agreement shall be filed on or before October 20, 2009.  Upon the filing of a settlement agreement, the hearing in this matter may be vacated.
