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I. STATEMENT

1. On October 7, 2009, the AHL Foundation (AHL) filed this formal Complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service).  AHL alleges that it has twice attempted to make payment, or partial payment, of sums due on its account and that through no fault of complainant, Public Service has been unable to accept payment.  Complainant states that it tried to make a payment of $3000 on July 16, 2009; and it also attempted to make a payment of $2000 on or about July 29, 2009.  The complaint further claims that Public Service has “dreamed up”
 a deposit of $4000, which presumably the Complainant feels is unreasonable.

2. The Complaint included a request for an interim order requiring Public Service to restore gas and electric service to the account pending resolution of this Complaint.  The account is tied to service at 101 and 103 Main Street, Central City, Colorado.  AHL indicates that this is a 14,000 square foot building with seven Victorian hotel rooms on the second floor and a coffee shop and antique store on the first floor.  The absence of utility service has caused AHL to shut down these operations entirely.

3. The Commission does have the authority to prohibit discontinuance of service pending resolution of a proceeding involving a dispute over utility charges upon such terms as the Commission deems reasonable, including the requirement that the complainant post a bond.  See, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3-3408(b)(X).

4. The Administrative Law Judge will order that Public Service restore service to AHL.  However, AHL must post a bond in the amount of $2000 no later than noon on Tuesday, October 13, 2009.  In addition, AHL must remain current in its utility bills during the pendency of this proceeding.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) shall restore gas and electric service to the Complainant, AHL Foundation, at 101 and 103 Main Street, Central City, Colorado, within two working days of receiving a $2000 deposit.

2. Public Service shall continue to provide gas and electric service to the Central City addresses during the pendency of the proceeding.

3. Ordering Paragraph No. 1 above is contingent on the AHL Foundation posting a $2000 bond on or before noon on Tuesday, October 13, 2009.  If this condition is not met, Public Service need not restore service.

4. Ordering Paragraph No. 2 above is also contingent on the AHL Foundation staying current with its bills for electric service during this proceeding.  If this condition is not met, Public Service may discontinue service without further order of this Commission.

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
