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I. STATEMENT  

1. On May 28, 2009, Delegate Source LLC (Delegate Source or Applicant) filed a Verified Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle (Application).  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On June 8, 2009, the Commission issued its first Notice of Applications Filed (notice given at 1); established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R09-0786-I vacated that procedural schedule.  This notice was based on the Application as filed on May 28, 2009.  

3. MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi), intervened of right and opposed the Application.  

4. As of July 21, 2009, Applicant and Metro Taxi were the parties.  

5. The Commission deemed the Application complete as of July 15, 2009.
  As a result of the substantial amendment to the authority sought that occurred later (see Decision No. R09-0945-I), the determination to deem the Application complete may have been premature.  This issue will be discussed at the prehearing conference.  

6. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

7. On August 24, 2009, Applicant moved to amend substantially the Application.  By Decision No. R09-0945-I, the ALJ granted the motion and ordered the Application renoticed.  

8. By the amended Application, Delegate Source seeks  

authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage between points in Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson Counties, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.  The Application is restricted to providing transportation services for members of Delegate Source, LLC, and family members, related by blood, to Delegate Source, LLC, members.  

9. On August 31, 2009, the Commission renoticed the amended Application and established a second 30-day intervention period.  

10. Following the second notice, Metro Taxi reiterated its intervention of right and opposition to the Application.  

11. On September 29, 2009, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab and/or Boulder SuperShuttle and/or Boulder Airporter (Colorado Cab), timely intervened of right.  Colorado Cab opposes the amended Application.  

12. On September 29, 2009, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle), timely intervened of right.  SuperShuttle opposes the amended Application.  

13. The second intervention period has expired.  Review of the Commission file in this docket reveals that no other person has filed an intervention of right or a motion for leave to intervene.  In addition, there is no pending motion for leave to intervene out of time.  

14. Colorado Cab, Metro Taxi, and SuperShuttle, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  All Parties are represented by counsel.  

15. On October 13, 2009, Charles M. Williams, Esquire, and Charles M. Williams, P.C., filed a Motion to Withdraw as Co-Counsel for Metro Taxi (Williams Motion).  This motion will be addressed at the prehearing conference.  

16. It is necessary to schedule a hearing, to establish a procedural schedule, and to discuss discovery and other matters.  To do so, a prehearing conference will be held on October 26, 2009.  

17. At the prehearing conference, the Parties must be prepared to address § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.; whether the Application has been deemed complete; and whether Applicant will waive the provisions of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  

18. At the prehearing conference, the Parties must be prepared to address the Williams Motion.  

19. At the prehearing conference, the Parties must be prepared to discuss the following:  (a) the date by which Applicant will file its list of witnesses and copies of the exhibits it intends to offer in its direct case; (b) the date by which Intervenor will file its list of witnesses and copies of the exhibits it intends to offer in its case; (c) the date by which each party will file, if necessary, its updated and corrected witness lists and copies of updated or corrected exhibits; (d) the date by which each party will file its prehearing motions;
 (e) the date by which the Parties will file any stipulation or settlement agreement reached;
 (f) the date for the evidentiary hearing; and (g) whether the Parties wish to make oral closing statements at the conclusion of the evidentiary hearing.  

20. The hearing date will depend on the resolution of the § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.-related issues identified above.  

21. At the prehearing conference, the Parties must be prepared to discuss any matter pertaining to discovery if the procedures and time frames contained in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 are not satisfactory.  

22. At the prehearing conference, a party may raise any additional issue.  

23. The Parties are advised that, and are on notice that, the use of the electronic filing process is not filing with the Commission.  All filings must be made by hard (that is, paper) original and copies.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi, is a party in this proceeding.  

2. Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab and/or Boulder SuperShuttle and/or Boulder Airporter, is a party in this proceeding.  

3. SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., is a party in this proceeding.  

4. A prehearing conference in this matter is scheduled as follows:

5. At the prehearing conference, the Parties shall be prepared to discuss the matters set out above.

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�  Assuming that date holds, pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S., absent an enlargement of time by the Commission or Applicant’s waiver of the statutory provision, a Commission decision on the Application should issue on or before 210 days from that date (i.e., February 10, 2010).  If that date holds and the Commission determines, pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(4), C.R.S., that extraordinary conditions exist, the date by which the Commission decision in this matter should issue is extended for an additional 90 days (i.e., May 11, 2010).
