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I. statement

1. On June 30, 2009, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, Boulder Yellow Cab, Boulder SuperShuttle, Boulder Airporter, Boulder Airport Shuttle, and/or Boulder Express Shuttle (Colorado Cab or Applicant), filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by motor Vehicle for Hire as Taxi Service.  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. The sole intervenor in this matter is RDSM Transportation, Ltd, doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (YCCS).  

3. A hearing in this matter was scheduled for December 14 through 18, 2009.  Additionally, the procedural schedule adopted in Decision No. R09-0986-I required Applicant to file its witness list and copies of its exhibits no later than October 7, 2009.  

4. On October 7, 2009, Applicant filed a Stipulated Motion for Extension of Time to File and Serve Confidential Business Plan.  According to Applicant, due to the press of business of Colorado Cab’s executive managers, a complete Confidential Business Plan has not been completed as of the due date.  Applicant represents that additional time is needed to and including October 19, 2009 to complete and submit the Confidential Business Plan.  

5. Counsel for Applicant represents that he has conferred with counsel for YCCS, the sole intervenor in this matter and is authorized to state that YCCS has no objection to the motion for an extension of time to file Applicant’s Confidential Business Plan.

6. Having found good cause and that no party will be prejudiced by the motion, the Stipulated Motion for Extension of Time to File and Serve Confidential Business Plan will be granted.  Therefore, Applicant shall have until the close of business on October 19, 2009 to file its Confidential Business Plan.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Stipulated Motion for Extension of Time to File and Serve Confidential Business Plan filed by Applicant, Colorado Cab Company, LLC is granted.

2. Applicant shall file and serve its Confidential Business Plan no later than the close of business on October 19, 2009.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
