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I. statement

1. The hearing in this matter concluded on September 15, 2009.  Statements of Position were ordered to be filed by close of business on October 14, 2009.  

2. Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1202 requires that all pleadings filed with the Commission comply with certain requirements.  Among those requirements is the proviso that the “text shall be at least 12-point type and double spaced …”

3. While applicant, Mile High Cab, Inc. (Mile High Cab) filed its State of Position in a timely manner, the pleading failed to conform to Commission rules and the Administrative Law Judge’s (ALJ) admonition at the evidentiary hearing that any pleading that is not processed in 12-point type and double spaced would not be considered.

4. The Statement of Position of Mile High Cab is a single-spaced 21-page pleading.  If double-spaced – it is apparent that it would easily exceed the 30-page limit.  

5. Mile High Cab is hereby ordered to re-submit its Statement of Position in the correct format limited to not more than 30 pages, by noon on Monday, October 19, 2009.  If Mile High Cab fails to do so, its Statement of Position will be stricken.  The undersigned ALJ notes that this is not an invitation for Mile High Cab to edit the content of its Statement of Position by including additional argument or analysis.  Any deviation from the original content (except to edit the pleading to conform to the 30-page limit) will also result in the pleading being stricken.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Mile High Cab, Inc. shall resubmit its Statement of Position by noon on Monday, October 19, 2009 in a format that conforms to Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1202.

2. The content of the re-submitted Statement of Position shall not deviate from the pleading submitted on October 14, 2009, except to accommodate proper spacing and to conform to the 30-page limit.

3. If Mile High Cab, Inc. fails to file a Statement of Position in conformance with Ordering Paragraph Nos. 1 and 2 above, its Statement of Position will be stricken and not considered in this matter.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
