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I. STATEMENT  

1. On July 17, 2009, Sunshine Care, LLC (Applicant), filed a Verified Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.
  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On August 3, 2009, the Commission issued its Notice of Applications Filed (notice given at 2); established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R09-1135-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

3. On September 14, 2009, the Commission renoticed the Application (notice given at 1), established an intervention period, and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R09-1135-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

4. The following entities intervened:  Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Airporter (Colorado Cab); MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi); RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (Colorado Springs Yellow Cab); Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express and/or SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado and/or SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins and/or SuperShuttle NOCO (Shamrock Charters); Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO (Shamrock Taxi); and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle).  Each opposes the Application.  

5. Colorado Cab, Colorado Springs Yellow Cab, Metro Taxi, Shamrock Charters, Shamrock Taxi, and SuperShuttle, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

6. By Minute Order dated September 9, 2009, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of September 9, 2009.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., absent an enlargement of time by the Commission
 or Applicant’s waiver of the statutory provision, a Commission decision on the Application should issue on or before 210 days from that date (i.e., April 7, 2010).  

7. By Minute Order dated September 9, 2009, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

8. By Decision No. R09-1135-I, the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference in this matter.  At the time and place established in that Order, the ALJ called the prehearing conference to order.  All Parties were present, were represented, and participated.  

9. On October 13, 2009, Charles M. Williams, Esquire, and Charles M. Williams, P.C., filed a Motion to Withdraw as Co-Counsel for Metro Taxi (Williams Motion).  At the prehearing conference, no party had an objection to granting the Williams Motion.  

10. The Williams Motion states good cause and is unopposed.  The ALJ will grant the Williams Motion and will grant Charles M. Williams and Charles M. Williams, P.C., leave to withdraw as counsel for Metro Taxi.  

11. At the prehearing conference, the Parties proposed the following procedural schedule:  (a) on or before November 13, 2009, Applicant will file the list of witnesses and copies of the exhibits it intends to offer in its direct case; (b) on or before December 7, 2009, each Intervenor will file the list of witnesses and copies of the exhibits it intends to offer in its case; (c) on or before January 4, 2010, the Parties will file any stipulation or settlement agreement reached; (d) the evidentiary hearing will be held on January 6, 2010; and (e) the Parties may make oral closing statements at the conclusion of the evidentiary hearing.  

12. The proposed schedule permits the Commission to issue its decision within the timeframes established in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  As a result, the ALJ will adopt the proposed procedural schedule and hearing date.  

13. Each witness (except a witness called in rebuttal) must be identified on the list of witnesses.  The following information must be provided for each listed witness:  name of the witness; address of the witness; and business telephone number or daytime telephone number of the witness.  The Parties are advised that, and are on notice that, no person will be permitted to testify on behalf of a party (except in rebuttal) unless the person is identified on the list of witnesses filed in accordance with this Order.  
14. Complete copies of all exhibits (except an exhibit offered in rebuttal) will be filed in advance of the hearing.  The Parties are advised that, and are on notice that, no document will be admitted into evidence (except in rebuttal) unless that document is filed in accordance with this Order.  

15. The Parties are advised that, and are on notice that, if a settlement agreement or stipulation is filed, the filing party must provide a copy of the settlement agreement or stipulation directly to the ALJ at the time the filing is made with the Commission.  Compliance with this requirement will not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

16. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 will govern discovery.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion of Charles M. Williams, Esquire, and Charles M. Williams, P.C., to Withdraw as Co-Counsel for MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi, is granted.  

2. Charles M. Williams, Esquire, and Charles M. Williams, P.C., are granted leave to withdraw as counsel for MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi.  

3. The evidentiary hearing in this matter is scheduled for the following date, at the following time, and in the following location:

4. The following procedural schedule is adopted:  (a) on or before November 13, 2009, Sunshine Care, LLC, shall file the list of witnesses and copies of the exhibits it intends to offer in its direct case; (b) on or before December 7, 2009, each Intervenor shall file the list of witnesses and copies of the exhibits it intends to offer in its case; (c) on or before January 4, 2010, the Parties will file any stipulation or settlement agreement reached; and (d) the Parties may make oral closing statements at the conclusion of the evidentiary hearing.  

5. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 governs discovery in this matter.  

6. The Parties shall be held to the advisements contained in this Order and to the advisements contained in any Order previously entered in this docket.  

7. The Parties shall make filings in accordance with the procedural schedule established in this Order.  

8. This Order is effective immediately.
