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I. STATEMENT  
1. On May 14, 2009, Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. (Tri-State), filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) for its San Luis Valley-Calumet-Comanche transmission project (Project); findings with respect to electromagnetic fields (EMF) and noise levels associated with the Project; and approval of ownership interest transfer as needed when the Project is completed (Tri-State Application).  That filing commenced Docket No. 09A-324E (Tri-State Docket).  

2. On May 14, 2009, Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) filed an Application for a CPCN for the Project; findings with respect to EMF and noise levels associated with the Project; and approval of ownership interest transfer as needed when the Project is completed (PSCo Application).  That filing commenced Docket No. 09A-325E (PSCo Docket).  

3. The Commission referred the proceedings to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. There are numerous intervenors.  The two dockets have been consolidated; and a procedural schedule, including hearing dates, is in place.  A detailed history of this proceeding is contained in previous Orders.  

5. On August 7, 2009, the ALJ issued Decision No. R09-0868-I.  In that Order, the ALJ scheduled two hearings to take public comment:  one in Walsenburg, Colorado on November 9, 2009; and the other in Alamosa, Colorado on November 10, 2009.  That Order contained the locations for each of the hearings to take public comment and set out the procedures to be followed at those hearings.  

6. At present, the hearing to take public comment in Walsenburg, Colorado is scheduled in the Spanish Peaks Library meeting room.  The ALJ is informed that the room’s capacity is approximately 50 people.  

7. Given the interest in the Project and this proceeding evident from the number of individuals who sought to intervene (but were not permitted to intervene), the ALJ believes that the library meeting room may not be large enough comfortably to accommodate the number of persons who may wish to be present or to make a statement, or both, at the Walsenburg hearing to take public comment.  Accordingly, the ALJ will change the location of the Walsenburg hearing.  The new location is set out below.  

8. The ALJ notes that, although the hearing will not begin until 6:00 p.m. MT, the Walsenburg hearing location is reserved beginning at 4:00 p.m. MT.  

9. For the convenience of the Parties, the ALJ restates in this Order the location of the Alamosa, Colorado hearing to take public comment and reiterates the procedures that will govern each of the two hearings to take public comment.  

10. Here are the procedures for the hearings to take public comment:  


a.
In general, an individual who is an intervenor or a representative of, or a member of, an intervenor will not be permitted to provide comments at the hearings to take public comment.  Intervenors make their comments through their testimony presented at the evidentiary hearing.  


b.
Specifically, persons who are members of the Majors Ranch Property Owners Association, Inc. (Majors), will not be permitted to provide comments at the hearings to take public comment.  Majors is an intervenor, is a party, and represents the interests of its members.  As a party, Majors will make its comments through its testimony presented at the evidentiary hearing.  


c.
Members of the public making statements will be placed under oath, and their statements will be part of the evidentiary record in this proceeding.  


d.
Parties, through their counsel,
 will have an opportunity to ask questions of those making statements.  


e.
The hearings to take public comment hearing will be transcribed.  

II. ORDER

5. This Order affects no other aspect of the procedural schedule, including evidentiary hearing dates, in this proceeding.
