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I. STATEMENT  

1. On May 28, 2009, Delegate Source LLC (Delegate Source or Applicant) filed a Verified Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle (Application).  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On June 8, 2009, the Commission issued its first Notice of Applications Filed (notice given at 1); established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R09-0786-I vacated that procedural schedule.  This notice was based on the Application as filed on May 28, 2009.  
3. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. The Commission deemed the Application complete as of July 15, 2009.  On October 26, 2009, Applicant waived the provisions of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  
5. On August 24, 2009, Applicant moved to amend substantially the Application.  By Decision No. R09-0945-I, the ALJ granted the motion and ordered the Application renoticed.  

6. On August 31, 2009, the Commission renoticed the amended Application and established a second 30-day intervention period.  The second intervention period has expired.  

7. The following entities timely intervened:  Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab and/or Boulder SuperShuttle and/or Boulder Airporter (Colorado Cab); MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi); and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle).  Each opposes the Application.  

8. Colorado Cab, Metro Taxi, and SuperShuttle, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  All Parties are represented by counsel.  

9. Pursuant to Decision No. R09-1163-I, the ALJ held a prehearing conference on October 26, 2009.  The Parties were present, were represented, and participated.  At the prehearing conference, the ALJ make oral rulings.  This Order memorializes those rulings.  
10. On October 13, 2009, Charles M. Williams, Esquire, and Charles M. Williams, P.C., filed a Motion to Withdraw as Co-Counsel for Metro Taxi (Williams Motion).  Metro Taxi is represented by counsel.  At the prehearing conference, no party had an objection to granting the Williams Motion.  The Williams Motion states good cause and is unopposed.  The ALJ will grant the Williams Motion and will grant Charles M. Williams and Charles M. Williams, P.C., leave to withdraw as counsel for Metro Taxi.  

11. At the prehearing conference, Applicant stated that it would like to discuss possible settlement with the Intervenors but has not yet has an opportunity to do so.  The Parties agreed to an evidentiary hearing date of March 8, 2010, which the ALJ will adopt.  To give the Parties an opportunity to discuss possible settlement and, failing that, to agree upon a proposed procedural schedule, the ALJ will order Applicant to make, on or before November 20, 2009, a filing that contains (a) a proposed procedural schedule (see Decision No. R09-1163-I at ¶ 19) to which the Parties have agreed and (b) if necessary, proposed modifications to the discovery procedures and time frames contained in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 to which the Parties have agreed.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The provisions of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., do not apply to this docket.  

2. The Motion of Charles M. Williams, Esquire, and Charles M. Williams, P.C., to Withdraw as Co-Counsel for MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi, is granted.  

3. Charles M. Williams, Esquire, and Charles M. Williams, P.C., are granted leave to withdraw as counsel for MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi.  

4. The evidentiary hearing in this matter is scheduled for the following date, at the following time, and in the following location:

On or before November 20, 2009, Delegate Source LLC shall make a filing that contains (a) a proposed procedural schedule (see Decision No. R09-1163-I at ¶ 19) to which the Parties have agreed and (b) if necessary, proposed modifications to the discovery procedures and time frames contained in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 to which the Parties have agreed.
