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I. STATEMENT

1. On October 27, 2009, Comcast Phone of Colorado, LLC’s (Comcast) Unopposed Late-Filed Motion for Intervention and for Waiver of Response Time was filed.  As a carrier purchasing network elements from Qwest Corporation (Qwest), Comcast will be directly and substantially affected by the outcome of this proceeding.

2. Comcast states that recent developments in the proceeding have come to Comcast’s attention “making it critical that Comcast Phone participate in this docket.”  Comcast contends its interests will not otherwise be adequately represented.

3. Comcast agrees to take the docket as it finds it and will abide by the procedural schedule in effect.  Based thereupon, Comcast contends that no prejudice will occur by the grant of late intervention.

4. Counsel for Comcast is authorized to state that Qwest does not oppose the motion.  Further, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission, the Office of Consumer Counsel, and the remaining parties were informed of the motion and no objection was received.  Based thereupon, a waiver of response time is requested.

No response to the motion was filed.

Based upon the representations in the pleadings filed, a substantial interest in the subject matter of this proceeding has been demonstrated.  For good cause shown, response time will be waived and the request to intervene will be granted.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to Comcast Phone of Colorado, LLC’s (Comcast) Unopposed Late-Filed Motion for Intervention and for Waiver of Response Time filed by Comcast on October 27, 2009 is waived and the request is granted. 

2. Comcast is granted Intervenor status.

3. Comcast shall take the docket as it finds it and shall be bound by all decisions previously entered in this docket.  

4. Parties shall revise their service lists in accordance with Comcast Phone of Colorado, LLC’s Unopposed Late-Filed Motion for Intervention and for Waiver of Response Time filed October 27, 2009.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
