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I. statement
1. On June 1, 2009, Tracfone Wireless, Inc. (Tracfone) filed the above-captioned application requesting designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado to offer Lifeline service to qualified households.

2. By Decision No. R09-1224-I, Staff’s Motion to Compel Discovery and for Modification to the Procedural Schedule was granted in part and the procedural scheduled was modified.

3. On November 12, 2009, the Unopposed Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule and Waiver of Response Time was filed by Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff).  Staff requests further modification of the procedural schedule.

4. Counsel for Staff conferred with all parties regarding the requested relief.  No party opposes the granting of the requested relief.
