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I. statement  

1. On September 1, 2009, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Petitioner), filed a Petition for Waiver of Common Carrier Rules (Petition).  The Petition requests a waiver of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6-6254(c) (age of vehicles).  If granted, the waiver will apply to one motor vehicle used by Petitioner to provide taxi service.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Petition.  Notice of Applications Filed dated September 14, 2009 (Notice) at 4.  In that Notice, the Commission established an intervention period, which has expired.  

3. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. On September 30, 2009, RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs, filed a Notice of Intervention of Right.  By Decision No. R09-1288, the ALJ denied the intervention.  

5. Review of the Commission's file in this docket reveals that no other person has intervened and that no other person has filed a motion for leave to intervene.  Review of the Commission’s file in this docket reveals that no person has filed a motion for leave to intervene out of time.  

6. The only party is Petitioner.  The Petition is unopposed.  

7. It is necessary to schedule an evidentiary hearing in this matter.  The ALJ will schedule that hearing for November 25, 2009.  

8. On the ALJ’s own motion, the hearing will be conducted, and the testimony will be taken, by telephone.  The ALJ will order Petitioner to do the following:  (a) provide to the ALJ, on or before November 23, 2009, a telephone number to be used to contact Petitioner on the day of the hearing;
 and (b) to have available at that telephone number, on November 25, 2009 at 10 a.m., Petitioner's witness or witnesses.  

9. Review of the file in this matter reveals that Petitioner has not provided a photograph of the vehicle for which the waiver is sought.  The Petition requires that at least one photograph be provided.  See Petition at 1 (“Include a picture of the vehicle(s) for which this petition is being made.”).  

10. The ALJ will order Petitioner to file, on or before November 23, 2009, one color photograph of the exterior of the vehicle for which the waiver is sought.  The photograph must show the condition of the exterior of the vehicle.  

11. The ALJ will order Petitioner to file, on or before November 23, 2009, one color photograph of the interior of the vehicle for which the waiver is sought.  The photograph must show the condition of the interior of the vehicle.  

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. An evidentiary hearing in this matter is scheduled for the following date, for the following time, and in the following location:

2. The hearing will be conducted by telephone.  

3. On or before November 23, 2009, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Petitioner) shall provide to the Administrative Law Judge a telephone number to be used to contact Petitioner on the day of the hearing.  At the time and on the date of the scheduled evidentiary hearing, Petitioner shall have available at that telephone number its witness or witnesses.  

4. On or before November 23, 2009, Petitioner shall file one color photograph of the exterior of the vehicle for which a waiver is sought.  The photograph shall show the condition of the exterior of the vehicle.  

5. On or before November 23, 2009, Petitioner shall file one color photograph of the interior of the vehicle for which a waiver is sought.  The photograph shall show the condition of the interior of the vehicle.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
