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I. STATEMENT  

1. On June 15, 2009, Spring Cab, LLC, doing business as Spring Cab (Applicant), filed a Verified Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.
  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (Colorado Springs Yellow Cab), intervened of right.  Colorado Springs Shuttle LLC (C.S. Shuttle) intervened of right.  Each opposes the Application.  

3. Colorado Springs Yellow Cab and C.S. Shuttle, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

4. The procedural history of this case is set out in previous Orders.  

5. On November 6, 2009 and as pertinent here, Wadi Muhaisen, Esquire, attorney for Applicant, filed a Notice of Withdrawal (Notice).  In that filing, pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 734-1-1201(d), counsel for Applicant gives notice that he wishes to withdraw as counsel for Applicant in this matter; that he has informed Applicant of its right to respond to the Notice; and that he has served the Notice on all Parties.  

6. The Notice of Withdrawal of Counsel was filed on November 6, 2009.  No response was filed within the ten-day period provided in Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(d).  The time within which to respond to the Notice of Withdrawal expired on November 16, 2009.  

7. New counsel for Applicant entered his appearance in this proceeding on November 12, 2009.  The Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) finds that granting Mr. Muhaisen’s request to withdraw as counsel will not prejudice Applicant or any other party.  

8. By this Order, the ALJ will grant Wadi Muhaisen, Esquire, leave to withdraw as counsel for Applicant in this matter.  

9. On October 30, 2009, Colorado Springs Yellow Cab filed a Motion to Consolidate Proceedings.  In that filing, Colorado Springs Yellow Cab seeks to consolidate this proceeding with Docket No. 09A-491CP (In the Matter of the Application of Colorado Cab Company , LLC, for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire in Taxi Service).  C.S. Shuttle and Colorado Cab Company, LLC (the applicant in Docket No. 09A-491CP), have each filed a response in opposition to the Motion to Consolidate Proceedings.  

10. The response time for the Motion to Consolidate Proceedings expired on November 13, 2009.  

11. On November 13, 2009, Applicant filed a Motion to Extend Time to Respond to Motion to Consolidate (Motion).  In that filing, Applicant states that it recently retained new counsel and that its new counsel needs time within which to prepare a response to the Motion to Consolidate Proceedings.  Applicant asks for an additional week (i.e., to and including November 20, 2009) within which to file its response.  Applicant asserts that the Intervenors do not oppose the Motion and that Colorado Cab Company, LLC, does not oppose the Motion.  

12. The Motion states good cause.  No party will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and will extend, to and including November 20, 2009, the time within which Applicant may respond to the Motion to Consolidate Proceedings.  

13. Given the nature of the Motion and given that no party opposes the Motion, the ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Notice of Withdrawal by Wadi Muhaisen, Esquire, is granted.  

2. Wadi Muhaisen, Esquire, is granted leave to withdraw as counsel for Spring Cab, LLC, doing business as Spring Cab, in this proceeding.  

3. The Motion to Extend Time to Respond to Motion to Consolidate is granted.  

4. On or before November 20, 2009, Spring Cab, LLC, doing business as Spring Cab, shall file its response to the Motion to Consolidate Proceedings.  

5. Response time to the Motion to Extend Time to Respond to Motion to Consolidate is waived.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
