I. STATEMENT

1. On December 1, 2009, the Unopposed Motion to Vacate and Continue Hearing and Request for Extension of Time to Respond to Summary Judgment Motions; and Request for Prehearing Conference to Reschedule Hearing; and Request for Waiver of Response Time was filed by Qwest Communications, LLC (Qwest).    

2. This matter is currently scheduled for nine days of evidentiary hearings beginning on December 8, 2009. Currently pending are four separate summary judgment motions (collectively the Summary Judgment Motions) filed individually or jointly by the respondents on November 23, 2009. Qwest's responses to the Summary Judgment Motions are due on December 7, 2009, the day before the evidentiary hearing is currently scheduled to commence.

3. In order to permit Qwest to submit adequate and complete responses to the Summary Judgment Motions, Qwest requests an extension of time through and including December 21, 2009 to respond to the four pending Summary Judgment Motions. In order to accommodate this request, Qwest proposes that the hearing currently scheduled to begin on December 8, 2009 be rescheduled for one week at a mutually agreeable date after the first of the year.

4. Qwest has conferred with the parties to this docket and all active parties including the Staff of the Commission and the Office of Consumer Counsel have stated no objection to the relief requested.

5. Qwest further requests that the Administrative Law Judge convene a telephonic prehearing conference on Wednesday, December 2, 2009 or at the first opportunity thereafter for the purpose of rescheduling the evidentiary hearing. Qwest will provide a conference bridge if the Commission so requests.

6. Good cause appearing for the unopposed request, response time will be waived and the request granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Vacate and Continue Hearing and Request for Extension of Time to Respond to Summary Judgment Motions; and Request for Prehearing Conference to Reschedule Hearing; and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed on December 1, 2009, by Qwest Communications, LLC (Qwest) is waived and the request is granted.    

2. The hearing currently scheduled to commence in this matter on December 8, 2009, is vacated.

3. Qwest is granted an enlargement of time up to and including December 21, 2009 within which to file any desired response to pending motions for summary judgment that were filed individually or jointly by the respondents on November 23, 2009.
