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I. statement

1. The captioned application was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) by ALEC, Inc. (ALEC) on October 6, 2008.  

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on October 7, 2008.

3. A timely intervention was filed in this matter by the Staff of the Commission (Staff).

4. The Commission deemed this application complete on November 20, 2008, and referred it to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition on that same date.

5. On January 26, 2009, ALEC filed a Motion for Waiver of Statutory Time Limits (Motion) for the purpose of facilitating settlement discussions with Staff and suspending attempts to establish a procedural schedule.  The Motion was granted on January 27, 2009.  See, Decision No. R09-0082-I.  

6. Decision No. R09-0082-I ordered the parties to file monthly reports advising the Commission of the status of their settlement discussions.  Such reports were filed in March, April, May, June, July, August, and September of this year.  However, the Commission has no record of any such reports having been filed since September 8, 2009.

7. In order that the Commission may be advised as to the status of this matter, ALEC shall, on or before December 21, 2009, file a pleading with the Commission advising it of such.  In the event ALEC wishes to proceed with the application, the ALJ will renew efforts to establish a procedural schedule.  In the event such a filing is not made on or before December 21, 2009, the application will be dismissed, without prejudice, for want of prosecution.   

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. On or before December 21, 2009, ALEC, Inc. shall file a pleading with the Commission advising it of the status of this matter. In the event such a filing is not made on or before that date, the application will be dismissed, without prejudice, for want of prosecution. 

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
