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I. STATEMENT  
1. On May 14, 2009, Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. (Tri-State), filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) for its San Luis Valley-Calumet-Comanche transmission project (Project); findings with respect to electromagnetic fields (EMFs) and noise levels associated with the Project; and approval of ownership interest transfer as needed when the Project is completed (Tri-State Application).  That filing commenced Docket No. 09A-324E (Tri-State Docket).  

2. On May 14, 2009, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or PSCo) filed an Application for a CPCN for the Project; findings with respect to EMF and noise levels associated with the Project; and approval of ownership interest transfer as needed when the Project is completed (PSCo Application).  That filing commenced Docket No. 09A-325E (PSCo Docket).  

3. The following intervened of right or were granted leave to intervene:  Bar Nothing Ranches, LLC; Blue Diamond Ventures/FreedomWorks Joint Venture; Blanca Ranch Holdings, LLC, and Trinchera Ranch Holdings, LLC (collectively, Trinchera Ranch); Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; Colorado Open Lands, Inc.; Colorado Springs Utilities; Governor’s Energy Office; Interwest Energy Alliance (Interwest); La Veta, LLC and Ranchview Investments, LLC; Majors Ranch Property Owners Associations, Inc.; Oxy USA, Inc.; Pole Canyon Transmission, Inc.; Staff of the Commission; Anthony Velarde; Ron Velarde; and Western Resource Advocates.
  

4. The procedural history of this proceeding is detailed in earlier Orders.  

5. On December 3, 2009, Interwest filed a Motion to Accept Late-Filed Testimony (Interwest Motion).
  In that filing, Interwest asks for leave to file the Cross-Answer Testimony of Gregory T. Blue one day out of time.  Cross-answer testimony was to be filed on or before December 2, 2009 in this proceeding.  On December 2, 2009, Interwest timely submitted the testimony through the Commission’s electronic filing system and timely served the testimony on the Parties by electronic means.  Interwest did not file paper copies of the cross-answer testimony with the Commission on December 2, 2009.  Interwest filed the cross-answer testimony of Mr. Blue with the Commission on December 3, 2009.  

6. In its motion, Interwest states good cause for the requested one-day enlargement of time.  No party will be prejudiced if the motion is granted.  The Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) will grant the Interwest Motion and will permit Interwest to file its cross-answer testimony one day late (i.e., on or before December 3, 2009).  

7. On December 3, 2009, Trinchera Ranch filed a Motion to Extend Procedural Schedule (Trinchera Ranch Motion) and served that motion on the Parties by electronic means.  In that filing, Trinchera Ranch asks for a shortened response time of one day.  

8. This Order addresses only that request.  

9. In view of the December 10, 2009 filing date for surrebuttal testimony and the scheduled hearing dates of December 14 through 18 and 21, 2009, the ALJ will grant the request for shortened response time.  The ALJ will shorten, to 10 a.m. MT on December 7, 2009, the response time to the Trinchera Ranch Motion.  

10. The ALJ advised Parties of the shortened response time by electronic mail sent on December 3, 2009.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion to Accept Late-Filed Testimony filed by Interwest Energy Alliance on December 3, 2009 is granted.  

2. Interwest Energy Alliance may file, on or before December 3,2009, the Cross-Answer Testimony of Gregory T. Blue.  

3. Response time to the Motion to Accept Late-Filed Testimony is waived.  

4. Response time to the Motion to Extend Procedural Schedule filed on December 3, 2009 is shortened to 10 a.m. MT on December 7, 2009.  

5. Any response to the Motion to Extend Procedural Schedule shall be filed with the Commission on or before that date and time.  

6. Service of a response to the Motion to Extend Procedural Schedule shall be made electronically no later than the filing date and time.  

7. This Order is effective immediately.
