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I. STATEMENT

1. On September 29, 2009, the Prospect Mountain Water Company, Inc. (Prospect Mountain) filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide water service in designated areas within Larimer County, Colorado and for approval of initial rates and terms and conditions of service to such areas.  

2. During the Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting held on November 12, 2009, it was found that the Commission had jurisdiction over this matter and it was deemed complete.  

3. By Decision No. C09-1334, the matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge with directions.

4. The Commission noted numerous emails and letters from pro se persons who are current customers of Prospect Mountain and from a homeowners association that states it represents some of these customers.  Many of these letters and emails express several concerns with Prospect Mountain’s application.

5. The Commission has found that the intentions of the filings referenced above are not clear.  Those making the filings may be intending to provide only comments for Commission consideration or they may be intending to request intervention to contest approval of the application.

6. Before determining the merits of the application and proper treatment of the correspondence received from pro se ratepayers of Prospect Mountain, the deadline for intervention will be extended.  Thus, those previously having made filings will be given an opportunity to express their intent.  If intervention is requested, a proper intervention shall be filed in accordance with the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The deadline for intervention in this proceeding is extended to 20 days following the effective date of this Order.  Any person or entity desiring to intervene shall do so in accordance with Commission rules.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
