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I. statement

1. On November 13, 2009, Ms. Ann Marie Damian and Mr. John M. Taylor, Jr. (Complainants) filed a Formal Complaint against Mountain Parks Electric, Inc. (Respondent) alleging Respondent has improperly and unilaterally amended its Time of Day rate structure by altering the times which it categorizes as off-peak and peak usage times.  As a result, Complainants allege that they are prevented from realizing promised savings by Respondent and are forced to pay higher per kilowatt hour rates than if they had not relied on Respondent’s representations and promises.  That filing commenced this proceeding.

2. On November 20, 2009, Commission Director, Mr. Doug Dean served an Order to Satisfy or Answer on Respondent, which provided that Respondent had 20 days from service of the Order to satisfy the matters contained in the Complaint or to answer the Complaint.

3. On December 10, 2009, Respondent filed its Answer to the Formal Complaint.

4. This matter was set for hearing by the Commission for January 6, 2010 at 9:00 a.m.

5. On December 8, 2009, Complainants filed a Motion to Continue Hearing Date (Motion).  Complainants request that the current hearing date of January 6, 2010 be vacated and the hearing reset.  Complainants do not propose an alternate hearing date.  This is the first continuance requested in this docket.

6. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge finds good cause to grant the Motion and will vacate the evidentiary hearing in this matter currently date set for January 6, 2010.  A new hearing will be scheduled after a mutually agreed to hearing date can be determined after consultation with the parties.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The evidentiary hearing in this matter scheduled for January 6, 2010 is vacated.

2. A new date for an evidentiary hearing on the Formal Complaint will be scheduled after consultation with the parties.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
