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I. STATEMENT  

1. On July 17, 2009, Sunshine Care, LLC (Applicant), filed a Verified Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.
  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On August 3, 2009, the Commission issued its Notice of Applications Filed (notice given at 2); established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R09-1135-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

3. On September 14, 2009, the Commission renoticed the Application (notice given at 1), established an intervention period, and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R09-1135-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

The following entities intervened:  Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Airporter (Colorado Cab); 

4. MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi); RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (Colorado Springs Yellow Cab);
 Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express and/or SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado and/or SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins and/or SuperShuttle NOCO (Shamrock Charters); Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO (Shamrock Taxi); and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle).  Each opposes the Application.  

5. Colorado Cab, Metro Taxi, Shamrock Charters, Shamrock Taxi, and SuperShuttle, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

6. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

7. By Decision No. R09-1198-I, the ALJ scheduled the evidentiary hearing in this matter for January 6, 2010 and established the procedural schedule.  Pursuant to the procedural schedule, Applicant was to file its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits on or before November 13, 2009; but it did not do so.  Pursuant to the procedural schedule, each intervenor was to file its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits on or before December 7, 2009; all Intervenors timely made the required filings.  

On December 11, 2009, Applicant filed a Motion to Extend Time to File Exhibit and Witness List (Motion).  Applicant’s Exhibit and Witness List accompanied the Motion.
  In that filing, Applicant states that it has been discussing settlement with the Intervenors and that it 

8. has not yet received documents that it requested from the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing.  Applicant asserts that granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  It asks for leave to file, on or before December 11, 2009, its list of witnesses and copies of exhibits.  

9. By electronic mail sent on December 14, 2009, the ALJ contacted each intervenor concerning the Motion.
  The ALJ requested each intervenor to state whether or not it objected to the relief requested in the Motion.  By electronic mail, all Intervenors stated that they have no objection to granting the Motion.  

10. The Motion states good cause.  No party objects to the granting of the Motion.  Granting the motion neither disturbs the scheduled evidentiary hearing date nor affects the Commission’s ability to issue its decision within the timeframes established in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and will permit Applicant to file, on or before December 11, 2009, its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

11. Each party has been given an opportunity to respond, and has responded, to the Motion.  The ALJ will shorten response time to and including noon on December 15, 2009.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion to Extend Time to File Exhibit and Witness List is granted.  

2. Sunshine Care, LLC, is granted leave to file, on or before December 11, 2009, its Exhibit and Witness List.  

3. The remainder of the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R09-1198-I remains in effect and is not affected by this Order.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.  
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�  On August 8, 2009, Applicant supplemented the July 17, 2009 filing.  Reference to Application is to the July 17, 2009 filing as supplemented on August 8, 2009 and as amended by Decision No. R09-1341.  


�  By Decision No. R09-1341, the ALJ accepted an amendment to the Application and dismissed the intervention of Colorado Springs Yellow Cab.  


�  Each party was ordered to provide copies of the documents it intends to offer at hearing.  Based on the Motion, it appears that Applicant intends to offer documents from the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing.  Apparently because it has not yet received the documents, Applicant did not provide copies of those documents with its list of witnesses.  


�  Unless shortened, response time to the Motion will expire on December 25, 2009.  The ALJ will be out of the office from December 22, 2009 until January 4, 2010.  The hearing is scheduled for January 6, 2010.  Thus, it was necessary to resolve the Motion as soon as possible.  
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
