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I. STATEMENT

1. On October 7, 2009, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed its Application of Public Service Company of Colorado for Approval of its 2010 Renewable Energy Standard Compliance Plan.  The Application commenced the above-captioned proceeding.

2. The Application was noticed by the Commission on October 28, 2009.

3. On November 30, 2009, the Petition to Intervene of Climax Molybdenum Company (Climax) and CF&I Steel, LP, doing business as Rocky Mountain Steel Mills (RMSM) was filed.  Climax and RMSM are interested in and affected by various aspects of Public Service’s filing.  Public Service’s Application will have a direct and substantial impact on the rates charged for electricity supplied to Climax and RMSM and/or a direct and substantial impact on the reliability of such service.

4. On November 30, 2009, the Petition to Intervene of the Solar Alliance (Alliance) was filed.  Alliance is a state-based advocacy group of companies involved in the design, manufacture, construction, and financing of solar energy systems.
5.  On November 30, 2009, the Petition to Intervene of Western Resource Advocates (WRA) was filed.  WRA is a regional environmental law and policy center serving states within the Interior West of the United States. WRA advocates for a western electric system that lowers electricity costs, reduces economic risks, and protects the environment through the expanded use of energy efficiency, renewable energy resources, and other clean energy technologies. WRA has headquarters in Colorado and has board members, staff, donors, and suppliers who live in Colorado and are customers of Public Service.

6. On December 2, 2009, the Petition to Intervene and Request for a Hearing of Leslie Glustrom (Glustrom) was filed.  Ms. Glustrom is a Colorado resident and an Xcel Energy (Xcel) rate payer who will be impacted by the decisions made in this docket as they relate to Xcel's 2010 Renewable Energy Standard Compliance Plan.  Ms. Glustrom has a long-standing interest in the decisions made in Colorado related to energy policy and the amounts and types of electricity that are used by Xcel including the amounts of wind and solar electricity that are added to the Xcel system.
7. No response was filed to any of the motions addressed above.

8. Good cause appearing for the unopposed requests, they will be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Petition to Intervene of Climax Molybdenum Company (Climax) and CF&I Steel, LP, doing business as Rocky Mountain Steel Mills (RMSM) filed on or about November 30, 2009 is granted.

2. The Petition to Intervene of the Solar Alliance (Alliance) filed on or about November 30, 2009 is granted.

3. The Petition to Intervene of Western Resource Advocates (WRA) filed on or about November 30, 2009 is granted.

4. The Petition to Intervene and Request for a Hearing of Leslie Glustrom (Glustrom) filed December 2, 2009, is granted.  

5. Climax, RMSM, Alliance, WRA, and Glustrom are granted Intervenor status and shall be bound by all decisions previously entered in this docket.

6. Parties shall revise their service lists to include the additional intervenors.

7. This Order is effective immediately.
