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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for extension of time to file application for Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) on January 13, 2010.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the Motion.

2. In Decision No. C09-1446, mailed December 24, 2009 (Order Addressing Phase I and ECA Issues), the Commission found that a CPCN was required for the SmartGridCity project in Boulder.  The Commission ordered Public Service to file a CPCN application within 30 days of the mailed date of that decision, or by January 25, 2010.

3. Public Service and other parties submitted applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (RRR) to the Order Addressing Phase I and ECA Issues on January 13, 2010.  Public Service raises the issue of whether a CPCN is required for SmartGridCity, inter alia, in its RRR.

4. In its Motion, Public Service requests that the Commission extend the period of time to prepare a CPCN application to either 30 days after the Commission rules on the merits of its RRR or until February 22, 2010.  Public Service states that even if its RRR on this issue is denied, the Commission may provide guidance in its RRR order that would assist the Company in preparing the CPCN application.  

5. We find good cause to shorten response time to the Motion and grant the Motion.  Our grant of this Motion does not prejudge the merits of the RRR filed by Public Service on the issue of whether a CPCN is required for SmartGridCity.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for extension of time to file application for Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on January 13, 2010 is granted, consistent with the discussion above.

2. Public Service shall file an application for CPCN for SmartGridCity within 30 days after the Commission rules on the merits of its application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (RRR) or until February 22, 2010, whichever is longer.  This requirement will apply only if the Commission denies the RRR filed by Public Service on the issue of whether a CPCN is required for SmartGridCity.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
