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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission on an Application for Rehearing, Reargument or Reconsideration (RRR Application) of Decision No. C09-1432 filed by Boulder Wilderness Shuttle, LLC (Boulder Wilderness).  

2. On November 25, 2009, Boulder Wilderness filed an Application for Temporary Authority (Application).  In Decision No. C09-1432, the Commission denied the Application.  The Application was opposed by both Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453‑TAXI, and Fresh Tracks Transportation, LLC.  In denying the Application, the Commission found Boulder Wilderness failed to show an immediate and urgent need for the proposed transportation services.  No letters of public support were filed with the Application.

B. Findings of Fact

3. Section 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., allows a party to file a RRR Application within 20 days after a decision of the Commission is issued.  See also Rules 1203(c) and 1506(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

4. Decision No. C09-1432 was mailed on December 22, 2009.  

5. Boulder Wilderness filed this RRR Application on January 12, 2010, 21 days after the issuance of Decision No. C09-1432.

C. Conclusions

6. The Commission has no discretion to waive the statutory timeline set forth in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S.  See Decision No. C04-1209.  As such, the RRR Application must be denied.

7. The denial of this application creates no presumption about the final disposition of the Boulder Wilderness’ permanent authority application.  The permanent authority application will be determined on the evidence presented using the statutory criteria.

8. Nothing in this Decision precludes Boulder Wilderness from filing a new Temporary Authority Application.  The Commission would review Boulder Wilderness’ new evidence if such an Application were filed.  However, nothing in this Decision is meant to imply what the outcome of a new Application would be.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application for Rehearing, Reargument or Reconsideration of Decision No. C09‑1432 filed by Boulder Wilderness Shuttle, LLC, is denied.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
