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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On February 2, 2010, Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine &/or Go Alpine (Alpine Taxi) filed an application for authority to publish 24th Revised Page 1 and 6th Revised Page 12A to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Alpine Taxi may, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 26246, provide scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service between the Yampa Valley Regional Airport in Hayden, Colorado, on the one hand, and points in Steamboat Springs, Colorado, on the other hand.
3. In this application, Alpine Taxi proposes to add a rule to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9 that reads “Alpine Taxi reserves the right to match a discount published by a competitor, not to exceed 25%, at any time.”

4. Alpine Taxi submitted a similar application to change its tariff on less-than-statutory notice on January 25, 2010.  In that tariff filing, Alpine Taxi proposed to offer a 10 percent discount to passengers who make on-line reservations for scheduled service between the Yampa Valley Regional Airport in Hayden, Colorado, on the one hand, and points in Steamboat Springs, Colorado, on the other hand.  The discount was to remain in effect through April 15, 2010.  The Commission granted this application by Decision No. C10-0089 at its weekly meeting of January 27, 2010.

5. In support of the application filed on February 2, 2010, Tracey Rogalski, the general manager of Alpine Taxi, reports that Alpine Taxi competes with a carrier operating as a luxury limousine for the passengers traveling between Steamboat Springs and the Yampa Valley Regional Airport.  Ms. Rogalski states that, as a luxury limousine carrier, its competitor may change its fares or the discount on its fares at any time.

6. In this application, Ms. Rogalski states “In order to capture all of the business that we can, GO Alpine is requesting the right to match a discount published by our non-regulated airport shuttle competitor.”

7. The Commission is aware that Storm Mountain Express also provides transportation services between the Yampa Valley Regional Airport and points in Steamboat Springs, Colorado.  Storm Mountain Express is registered with the Commission as a luxury limousine carrier as defined in § 40-16-101(3), C.R.S.  A luxury limousine carrier is not required to file a tariff with the Commission for the transportation services it may provide.  Therefore, a luxury limousine carrier may increase or decrease the amount it charges for the transportation services it may provide without any notification to or approval by the Commission.

8. Pursuant to Rule 6207(j) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause shown, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days’ notice.

9. The Commission finds that Alpine Taxi has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes named in Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9, and that the application to file the revised tariff pages on less than 30 days’ notice should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine &/or Go Alpine (Alpine Taxi) to publish 24th Revised Page 1 and 6th Revised Page 12A to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Alpine Taxi shall publish 24th Revised Page 1 and 6th Revised Page 12A to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
