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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Federal Executive Agencies’ Motion for Clarification on the Order Addressing Phase I and ECA Issues, in Decision No. C09-1446, Paragraph 155.  This was filed by the Federal Executive Agencies (FEA) on January 6, 2010.  No parties filed responses to this Motion.

B. Background

2. FEA seeks clarification of paragraph 155 of Decision No. C09‑1446, the Phase I and Electric Commodity Adjustment order in this docket.  In that paragraph we approved the use of Public Service Company of Colorado’s (Public Service) billing determinants from its 2010 future test year in the Phase II portion of the case.  We took note that these were the only billing determinants in the record in this proceeding.  

3. FEA’s clarification request concerns billing determinants for the “distribution demand ratchet” charge, a disputed issue in the Phase II portion of the case.  FEA points out that the testimony of Public Service uses billing determinants from a 2004 study for the development of that rate, and that those determinants are subject to litigation in the Phase II hearings.

4. We agree with FEA that paragraph 155 of Decision No. C09-1446 should be clarified on this point.  We clarify that the order should be construed as ordering use of the 2010 billing determinants from Public Service’s future test year in Phase II of the case.  However, the billing determinants for the distribution demand ratchet rate element, which are at issue in Phase II, are from a 2004 study by Public Service.

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Federal Executive Agencies’ Motion for Clarification on the Order Addressing Phase I and ECA Issues, in Decision No. C09-1446, Paragraph 155 is granted consistent with the discussion above.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
