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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On January 19, 2010, 3 B Transport, LLC (Applicant), filed an application for permanent authority to extend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9907 by adding LogistiCare as an authorized contracting shipper.

2. On February 25, 2010, Staff of the Commission (Staff) sent a letter to Applicant seeking clarification of the application.  Staff’s letter indicates that Permit No. B-9907 currently lists the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing (HCPF) as an authorized contracting shipper and that LogistiCare is an authorized agent of HCPF.  Staff, therefore, questions the need for Applicant’s application.  Staff received no response to its letter.  Staff’s letter also indicates that Staff was unsuccessful in reaching Applicant by telephone.

3. Generally, the Commission mails notice of applications within 15 days after the application is filed.  Rule 1206(a) of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.  However, the Commission is not required to mail notice when an applicant does not adequately describe the purpose and scope of the application.  Rule 1206(c)(I) of 4 CCR 723-1.  Because Applicant did not respond to Staff’s inquiries, the purpose and scope of the application remains unclear and the Commission was not required to mail notice of the application.

4. Given the lack of clarity concerning the purpose and scope of the application, we will dispose of it by deeming the application incomplete and dismissing the application without prejudice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of 3 B Transport, LLC, to extend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9907, is deemed incomplete and dismissed without prejudice.

2. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
