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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On February 25, 2010, Rainbows, Inc, doing business as 453-TAXI (453-TAXI), filed a document titled “Temporary Rate Reduction Less Than 30 Day Notice.” The Commission will construe this document as an application for authority to publish reduced taxi fares to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Applicant 453-TAXI may provide taxi service between all points in the County of Summit, State of, Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54842.

3. Rule 1210 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code Of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 details the requirements that a utility operating as a common carrier of passengers must follow to officially file a tariff and an advice letter with the Commission.  Rule 1210(b)(I)(H)(ii) requires that the tariff number (e.g., “Colorado PUC No. 2”) be shown on each tariff page.  Rule 1210(b)(I)(H)(v) requires that the tariff page number (e.g., “Original Sheet No. 34”) be shown on each tariff page; or if the tariff page cancels an existing tariff page the cancelled tariff page number (e.g., “First Revised Sheet No. 34 Cancels Original Sheet No. 34”) also be shown on each tariff page.

4. The document submitted by 453-TAXI was not filed in a form that complies with these requirements.  Specifically, the document does not contain the tariff number as required by Rule 1210(b)(I)(H)(ii) or the tariff page number as required by Rule 1210(b)(I)(H)(v).

5. Rule 1210(c)(I) requires that a utility file an advice letter with each tariff filing.  Applicant 453-Taxi did not include an advice letter with the document submitted on February 25, 2010.

6. Rule 6207(j) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 CCR 723-6 allows the Commission to approve an application filed by a common carrier to amend a tariff on less than 30 days notice for good cause shown.

7. However, the Commission finds that the Application submitted by 453-TAXI on February 25, 2010, does not comply with the requirements of Rule 1210.  We therefore reject the Application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed by Rainbows, Inc, doing business as 453-TAXI, to allow it to publish reduced fares for taxi service as named in Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4 to be effective on less-than-statutory notice is rejected.

2. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
